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applicable methodology for calculating filing charges and modifications to filings after publication

Background

The 1998 Plenipotentiary Conference in Resolution 88 (Minneapolis 1998) adopted the principle of cost recovery of the processing of satellite filings received after 7 November 1998. Resolution 88 also calls out for the charges to be determined in accordance with the general principles adopted in Resolution 91 (Minneapolis 1998).

The ITU Council 1999 in Decision 482 determined the detailed principles and adopted a method to calculate the filing charges for satellite networks. This decision entered into force on 22 June 1999.

The ITU Council 2002 changed the principles for calculating the filing charges for satellite networks and modified Decision 482 accordingly. This decision entered into force on 4 May 2002.

The 2002 Plenipotentiary Conference revised Resolution 88 to take into account the ITU Council decisions.


The 2003 ITU Council approved Decision 513. This notes that Council 2004 will review the charging methodology and also recognize that the current charging methodology lead to large invoices which may not be in line with the amount of work required to process the filing. As a result, Decision 513 provides some temporary corrective measures awaiting the review by Council 2004.

Calculation of filing charges for filings submitted prior to 4 May 2002

In submitting filings for satellite networks, administrations take into account the applicable principles for determination of filing charges and adopt their filings accordingly. If new principles for determining the filing charges are retroactively applied to filings submitted prior to 4 May 2002, this may substantially change the cost for a filing and unduly penalize administrations.

Proposal:


1. As a general principle, charges for a filing shall be calculated upon the methodology in force at the time of receipt by the Bureau of the request for coordination.


2. To avoid applying decisions retroactively and put administrations at a disadvantage, it is proposed that filings submitted prior to 4 May 2002 will have the filing charges determined based on Decision 482 as decided by the 6th ITU Council in 1999.

Modification of filings

Filings submitted between 7 November 1998 and 22 June 1999 had no guidelines for calculation of the filing charges. Administrations may therefore inadvertently have submitted filings that were disadvantaged by the principles of Decision 482. Administrations may also find it complicated to predict the cost of a filing and may for this reason submit a filing that does not fit well with the principles for calculation of filing charges.

Proposal:

3. After the publication of the filing charges of a particular network, the notifying administration may, within 4 months following the publication, modify its filing provided this is done in a way that does not increase the risk of interference or require more protection than the original filing. These modifications shall be allowed without any impact on the filing priority of the network. Filings already published will be given a 4-month period following the entry into force of this provision to do similar modifications to the filings.


4. If requested by the notifying administration within the 4-month period specified above, the Bureau will assist in determining possible modifications and their impact on the filing charges. In this case, the period for administrations to modify its filing will be 1 month following the advice from the Bureau.
