PROPOSED REVISION TO COUNCIL DECISION 482 AS MODIFIED BY COUNCIL 2002

Background

Decision 482 (mod Council 2002) presents information concerning the "Implementation of cost recovery for satellite network filings".  In Annex A of the Decision, a "Schedule of processing charges to be applied to satellite network filings received by the Radiocommunication Bureau after 7 November 1998" is presented.  The schedule contains nine categories within which various satellite networks are placed depending on their specific characteristics, associated satellite service, coordination requirements under the Radio Regulations, etc.  Processing charges for networks that fall within the various categories are also included within the Annex. 

At WRC-03, there were some changes to the coordination regime for satellite networks that warrant revisiting of the current cost recovery categories.  WRC-03 suppressed Resolution 77 (WRC-2000) which contained pfd thresholds for seeking agreement for Region 2 FSS networks in 11.7-12.2 GHz from administrations having terrestrial services in the same frequency band and replaced Resolution 77 with coordination under No. 9.14 of the Radio Regulations.  One consequence of this action is that coordination requests in the 11.7 - 12.2 GHz band are now treated under No. 9.7 and one part of No. 9.11A which theoretically moves the requests from cost recovery Category 2 to Category 3.  Under the present cost recovery schedule this represents nearly a quadrupling of the flat fee from 5,600 CHF to 21,000 CHF for essentially the same level of work.  Further, the pfd thresholds are not more complicated to address from a cost recovery standpoint than provisions in Article 21, hence Category 2 seems most appropriate.

Proposal

There has been continuing discussions regarding the accuracy and precision of the current cost recovery process.  Further, Council 03 has decided to maintain the Ad Hoc Group that will be looking at improvements to the current process, alternatives, openness and transparency concerning costs, and other relevant matters.  In the absence of broad changes to the cost recovery process, one change that would provide an incremental improvement of the current process, if maintained, would be to modify Annex A to Decision 482 to maintain coordination requests for FSS networks in the 11.7 - 12.2 GHz band in Category 2.  This change provides more precision with regard to workload and costs and adds a degree of consistency to the process.

Modifications to Annex A, as illustrated in the attachment, include the addition of "9.14" and a footnote to the detailed description of Category 2 and a footnote within the description of Category 3.  Category 5 is shown as merged with Category 2 as recommended by the Ad Hoc Group.  Decision 513 would continue to apply.
