Re Article 2 § 3 letter b)

Germany would like to have some explanation on the question in which regard the hint to revised Article 6 under the column "purpose" contains reasons for the amendment of Article 2 § 3 letter b).

Re Article 3

An explanation would be appreciated in which cases a violation of the financial limits of the income of the Union would cause any problems.  What is the reason that this situation should be covered by Article 3?

Re Article 7 § 5

We agree with the proposed amendment but we would like to have some explanation on the reasons given.

Re Article 29 § 4 

Germany cannot agree to the proposed deletion of text.  In our view all decisions concerning write-offs of debts should in principle be made by the Plenipotentiary Conference.  The only possible exception we could accept is in regard to publication debts. We believe that the decision on the write-offs of debts of Sector Members should be made by the Plenipotentiary Conference.

Re Article 33 § 2 letter c)

We feel the wording of Article 33 § 2 letter c) and the wording of Article 3 need to be adjusted as both Articles refer to the same account with different wording ("account for appropriations granted for previous years "vs. " account for unliquidated obligations").

Re Annex 1 § 5

In principle we are not in favour of a weaker wording in this provision ("opinion" instead of "certification".  If the amendment is only proposed in order to bring the text in line with the text suggested by the Panel of External Auditors of the United Nations, the Specialized Agencies and the International Atomic Energy Agency Auditor we would like to have a copy of that text.
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
