1.
Pursuant to Resolution 146 (Antalya, 2006) Council-09 adopted Resolution 1312, thus creating a Group to Prepare for the 2012 World Conference on International Communications (CWG-WCIT12).  The Group works in the six official languages of the Union and is open to all ITU Member States and Sector Members.  The Group’s web site is at
http://www.itu.int/council/groups/cwg-wcit12/index.html.
2.
The first three meetings took place, respectively, on 25 January, and 12 and 23 April 2010, and CWG-WCIT12 prepared a report to the 2010 Council and 2010 Plenipotentiary Conference. The documents for those meetings, including the reports, can be found at the web site mentioned above.

The 2010 Plenipotentiary Conference, having considered the report of the CWG-WCIT12 and contributions from Member States, adopted Resolution 171 (was COM5/3) on Preparations for the 2012 WCIT.
4.
The next meeting of the group will take place from 4 to 6 April 2011, in Geneva.  The meeting will be webcast.
5.
Registration for the meeting will be done exclusively online, at the web site mentioned above.
6.
The meeting will open at 0930 hours on 4 April 2011. Detailed information concerning the meeting rooms will be displayed on screens at the entrances to ITU Headquarters. The draft agenda for the meeting is found in Annex 1.

Contributions to the Group should be submitted not later than 4 March 2011 at the following e-mail address: sec-cwg-wcit@itu.int .  They will be published at the web site referenced above.  Contributions received after that date might not be translated. 
In accordance with Resolution 1312 of Council 2009 and Resolution 171 (was COM5/3) of PP-10, the membership is invited to submit contributions in particular on, but not limited to, the following topics:
· Revisions to the existing ITRs, including proposals for suppression of provisions and/or abrogation as appropriate.

· Inclusion of any new and emerging issues 

· WATTC-88 Resolutions, Recommendations, and Opinion

· Issues identified in WTPF-09 Opinion 6, and any new issues that might arise after the WTPF-09, taking into consideration relevant Resolutions of WTSA-08, WTDC-10, and

The meeting will be run paperless.  Printers are available in the cyber café of the 2nd basement of the Tower building and 2nd floor of Montbrillant building for delegates who wish to print documents.

Given that all regular sessions of the meeting are scheduled to be held with interpretation, please note that interpretation will actually be provided only where Member States so request, by means of the registration form, or a special notice to the secretariat, and at least one month before the start of the sessions in question, that is by 4 March 2011 at the latest.  It is imperative that the deadline indicated on the registration form be respected in order for the secretariat to make the necessary arrangements for interpretation
10.
Wireless LAN facilities are available for use by delegates in the ITU main conference room areas and in the CICG (Geneva International Conference Centre) building. Wired network access continues to be available in the ITU Montbrillant building. Detailed information is available on the ITU-T website (http://www.itu.int/ITU-T/edh/faqs-support.html).

For your convenience, a hotel confirmation form is enclosed as Annex 2 (see http://www.itu.int/travel/  for the list of hotels).

ITU/TSB will provide a limited number of partial fellowships to facilitate participation from Least Developed or Low Income Developing Countries and will be limited to only one person per country. The application must be authorized by the relevant Administration of the ITU Member State.  The fellowship request form, enclosed as Annex 3, should be returned to ITU not later than 4 March 2011.  
The Secretariat has asked me to request that, if you intend to also attend the ITU-T Study Group 3 meeting which will take place from 28 March to 1 April 2011, and request a fellowship for both meetings, to please make sure to mention this on your fellowship requests.

Please recall that citizens of some countries are required to obtain a visa in order to enter and spend any time in Switzerland. The visa must be requested at least four (4) weeks before the date of beginning of the meeting and obtained from the office (embassy or consulate) representing Switzerland in your country or, if there is no such office in your country, from the one that is closest to the country of departure. If problems are encountered, the Union can, at the official request of the administration or entity you represent, approach the competent Swiss authorities in order to facilitate delivery of the visa but only within the period mentioned of four weeks. Any such request must specify the name and functions, date of birth, number, dates of issue and expiry of passport of the individual(s) for whom the visa(s) is/are requested and be accompanied by a copy of the notification of confirmation of registration approved for the ITU meeting in question, and must be sent to the Secretariat by fax (+41 22 730 5853) or e-mail (tsbreg@itu.int) bearing the words “visa request”.
