Terms of Reference

The role of the ITU Publications Policy Committee is to formulate, coordinate, communicate and monitor policy concerning the publications programme of ITU.  In so doing, the Committee assists the Secretary-General in fulfilling his mandate to achieve ITU Goal No. 6 (see Resolution 71 (Rev. Antalya, 2006)), in relation to related objectives of the three Sectors, the General Secretariat and the interests of ITU members, and to ensure the "...timely publication and distribution..." of documents approved by the Council and/or conferences. 

The scope of the Committee's work should cover all publications, including electronic media, issued by the Union.  While the authors will continue to be responsible for all matters of content, the Committee :

1. 
provides guidance on key publication issues: presentation and format (corporate identity), quality, languages, and form (paper, electronic, online, etc.);
2.
establishes internal ITU procedures for approval of products, publications and promotional material;

3.
assesses new proposals for publications or proposals for terminating existing series, including draft business plans;

4.
examines financial performance of ITU publications sales and ways to increase sales and/or cut costs;

5.
provides policy guidance for the work of the Conferences and Publications Department on sales and marketing issues, including pricing policies; 
6
provides guidelines for contracts for the production and printing, marketing and distribution of publications; 
7.
considers other issues, including resource allocation, concerned with the publication policy of the Union, in cooperation with other ITU groups concerned;
8.
reports to the Management Coordination Group (MCG), implements the policy, guidelines and proposals approved by MCG.
