Contribution of UAE Administration on Management and Functioning of Union 

In reference to the ITU Secretary General Circular letter 143 dated 13 May 2009; the UAE Administration would like to comment on some of the issues explained below, taking into consideration the common position of Arab States, during the last PP-06, while discussing such issues. Due to shortage of time, these comments were not discussed with other colleagues of Arab States; however these issues would be discussed with them preferably during the next ITU Council 2009.
1. Questions related to Resolution 147 

A.1
Appointed staff standing for elections to an elected official position

We have no difficulty in clarifying this issue. Although it has not caused any problem as yet, however we believe that this can be reflected in both General Rules of Conferences, Assemblies and Meetings and the Staff Regulations.
A.2
Terminology used to designate the Directors of Bureaux

UAE administration supports amending the terminology to designate the elected Directors, and recommends changing it to “Executive Director” or “Director General” for each sector.
Other issues identified under Resolution 147 (Council Doc. 08/48)

· Role, accountability, number and tenure/term of elected officials 

The UAE Administration supports the elections of the five elected officials as shown in Article 9 of the Constitution, and believes that there is no need for any change.
· Functioning of the Coordination Committee

The UAE Administration supports retaining the Coordination Committee in its current form and not to abolish it. The role of the Coordination Committee is fairly wide as is evident from Art. 26 of CS, Article 6 of the CV,  and provision of CV 84, 85, 86, 100, 101, 102, so we can propose to retain it in its current form.
· Election Procedures

In regard to the election procedures, the GR 172 was modified during PP-06 and now the elections start on the 4th day, however this change is not reflected in the Recommendation 5, Marrakesh 2002, which is still specifying that the elections be held on the 9th day of Conference. Therefore it is recommended to abrogate Recommendation 5 at the PP-10, and include the relevant portions in the General Rules of Conferences, Assemblies, and meetings.
· Reporting Structure of the Union
UAE is satisfied with the reporting structure of the Union, and does not propose any modifications.

· Responsibility, accountability and transparency of Advisory Groups
UAE administration supports that those Advisory Groups are advising to their Directors and their mandates are limited to that. In addition, UAE administration supports amending the CV 14A so that the TSAG act through Director TSB, as is the case for other Advisory bodies.
2. Questions related to Resolution 158 

B.1
Contributory Unit

Based on the past experience, it was very hard to agree on changing the contributory unit; however it is recommended to study the rate of contributory unit by taking into consideration the inflation, rate of exchange etc. (Real Value)
B.2
Sector Members and Associates
We believe that it is not appropriate to increase the Contributory unit now, which will contradict with the spirit of the two Resolutions of WTSA-08, Res 71 (Admission of academia, universities and their associated research establishments to participate in the work of ITU-T) and Res. 74 (Admission of Sector Members from developing countries in the work of ITU-T). Both Resolutions call for reducing contributory units. UAE administration supports creating new categories of membership for Sector members from the developing countries, academic or educational entities.
B.3 
Services provided by the Union

UAE recommends conducting a review of all services provided to Member States, Sector Members and Associates, taking into consideration the other UN and related organizations practices regarding Cost recovery. In order to generate additional income for the ITU, we support the possible use of ITU Mark (Resolution 76 of WTSA), which could generate new financial resources apart from the contributory unit. Moreover, UAE proposes to reconsider the free download of Recommendations. Lastly, UAE welcomes additional views and proposals regarding possible income to the ITU not related to contributory unit.

3. Questions related to the Basic Instruments of the Union 

C.1 
Amendments to CS/CV

There is a need for a very stable Constitution. For this reason, one possible solution could be to adopt a Resolution preferably by the next Plenipotentiary Conference, calling for Member States to study such an issue. Such Resolutions can include the detailed objectives of such study in order for PP-14 to take appropriate action. 

UAE administration is also of the view that since most of the Administrations have ratified the CS and CV of 1992, the ratification of its amendment may not be mandatory. Moreover in line with the Article 31 of the CV, since the Final Acts are signed at the end of PP Conference by a duly accredited delegate, it may prove adequate enough for the approval of an Administration. We believe that this will avoid the lengthy and complex procedure of ratification performed at the Administrations.

C.2 
Compilation of Final Acts

UAE administration is of the view that the title of the Final Acts shall be kept simple and all other explanations like the Instrument amending the Constitution of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992) as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994), by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Minneapolis, 1998) and by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Marrakesh, 2002) can be referred in the explanatory note. This will avoid having a lengthy title for the Final Acts.
