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SG 17 has considered the report on the main results of the Council Working Group on Resolution 149.
We wish to remind the Working Group that SG 17 already maintains a glossary of IT security definitions derived from approved ITU Recommendations. This is contained in the Security Compendium (http://www.itu.int/dms_pub/itu-t/oth/0A/0D/T0A0D00000A0001MSWE.doc) that can be accessed either directly from the SG 17 web page or via the Security Standards Roadmap (http://www.itu.int/ITU-T/studygroups/com17/ict/index.html) (Part 1).

The process of maintaining this glossary is time-consuming and depends on voluntary effort.  In addition, the process requires both a considerable knowledge of IT security and discretionary skills in determining exactly what is security-relevant and should be included in the glossary.  We invite the Council Working Group as well as all Study Groups to assist by contributing to the process of maintaining this glossary.
In addition, we note that the Security Standards Roadmap contains links to other credible security-related vocabularies maintained by ETSI, the IETF and ISO.

Regarding draft Recommendation X.1205 (see COM 17-R17) which contains a definition of Cybersecurity, SG 17 received substantial comments at its September 2007 meeting and as a result its approval is now planned for the April 2008 SG 17 meeting.
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
