Contribution from Syrian Arab Republic
Introduction

The Arab States including Syria contributed to the PP-06 with the following proposals relevant to the work of Resolution 142 in accordance with No. 1 of the terms of reference of this Group.

1.
Document 14 (PP-06) regarding the modification of the title of the ITU (ARB/14/1) as well as proposing to add "ICT" to some numbers in the Constitution and Convention.

2.
Document 43/PP-06 regarding possible modification to Kyoto Resolution 67 Updating of definitions (SYR/43/3).

Proposals

1.
Regarding Arab and Syrian proposals to PP based on the above two proposals and the mandate of this Group, the Syrian delegation proposes the following:

1.1
Not to follow-up the change in the ITU title as agreed by the Arab Group at PP-06.

1.2
To add ICT when telecommunications appears in the Constitution and Convention relevant articles. We therefore propose that the Group comes up with a clear definition of the terms information and communication technologies (ICT) (see No. 3 of the resolves part of Resolution 142).

1.3
To study the proposal of modifying Resolution 67 (Kyoto, 1994).

2.
Regarding other issues within the mandate of the Group:
2.1
Syria proposes to modify No. 1012 in the Annex to the Constitution to read:

"Telecommunication: Any transmission, emission, reception or processing of signs, signals, writing, images and sounds or intelligence of any nature by wire, radio, optical, computing or other electromagnetic systems. 
This proposed modification is in conformity with the ITU mandate. 

2.2
Syria proposes also in answer to Nos. 3 and 4 of the resolves part of this Resolution, to call upon Members to provide proposals to the next meeting of the Council Working Group on Resolution 142 regarding:
2.2.1
A review of all definitions attached to both the Constitution and the Convention (modifications and/or deletions).

2.2.2
To propose additional definitions to both annexes (for example, SPAM, identification, etc).

3
The work of this Council Group should take into consideration:

a.
Possible outputs of Resolution 149
b.
Any relevant output of the ITR Expert Group and/or the Forum implementing Resolution 
146 (PP-06).

c.
Any relevant proposal emanating from the work of the Radio Sector.
