1. Introduction
1.1
By Resolution 142 (Antalya, 2006) (attached), Council was instructed to establish a working group, open to all Member States, to review terminology used in the Constitution and Convention, with the following terms of reference: 

1)
to review the results of the work carried out in preparation for and at this conference, including the proposals to the conference;

2)
to study the use of the term “telecommunication(s)” in the Constitution and Convention;

3)
to consider what terms should be used in the Constitution and Convention in order to adequately reflect the impact of information and communication technologies (ICTs) and ICT applications in ITU activities;

4)
to identify options for integrating any new terminology in the Constitution and Convention, where appropriate;

5)
to report to the Council annually on its progress with respect to the issues referred to above;

6)
to prepare a final report, at the latest by the 2009 session of the Council, for transmission to the 2010 plenipotentiary conference;

7)
to liaise with relevant Council working group(s) dealing with terminology,

The Group was to report annually and to prepare a final report to the 2009 Session of the Council.

1.2        The third meeting was held on 18-19 June 2009 under the chairmanship of Mr Tariq Abdulkarim Al-Awadhi (United Arab Emirates). The list of participants is shown in Annex 1.

2. Adoption of the agenda

The agenda (Doc WG -Terminology 3/1) was adopted without modification.

The working group took note of information from the Chairman of FinRegs regarding the continuing implementation of IPSAS and the development of a glossary of terms.
3. Note from the Chairman
The Chairman reminded the WG of the work done up to now and indicated that a draft final report had been prepared for discussion during this meeting.
4. Contributions from Member States
There was no input contribution to this meeting sent in advance by Member States. However there was some discussion following a statement from Syria on the need to further continue the work of the WG on terminology after PP-10, in particular Resolves 2, 3 and 4 of Resolution 142, with new terms of reference. He also stressed the need to update Resolution 67 with a possible integration of some objectives of this Resolution in the new terms of reference for Resolution 142. 

This statement was supported by the United Arab Emirates. 

5. Liaison with CWG on Res. 149
The WG took note of the Liaison Statement from CWG-Def to CWGs on Res. 140 and 142 (Doc. WG-Terminology 3/3) introduced by Mr. Kisrawi, Chairman of the CWG on Resolution 149.
6. Review of the draft final report to Council 2009
The working group reviewed the draft final report to Council (Doc. WG-Terminology 3/2). The agreed final report is reflected in Doc. WG-Terminology 3/7. 
Two options were agreed:
· Option a): Include a possible definition of ICT in either the CS or the CV in response to the Terms of Reference No.3 and 4 as per Resolution 142, for adequately reflecting the impact of ICT and ICT applications in the ITU, 
· Option b): Retain flexibility reflecting the changing impact of ICT and ICT applications in the ITU, using appropriate agreed mechanisms. 
During the discussion of the options, views were expressed that “telecommunication” as defined in the Constitution covers ICT.
In addition the WG identified another proposal regarding the possible need to revise Resolution 67 (Kyoto, 1994) in order to facilitate all issues to be defined as part of the basic instruments of the Union or added as a new Resolution to facilitate future works in this domain. 

It was agreed also to send a liaison for information to the Council Working Group on Resolution 140 that conveyed a copy of the final report to Council. This liaison is shown in Annex 2.
7. Other business
No other Business.
8. Closure of the meeting
The Chairman thanked the participants for their active participation and comments, as well as the secretariat for the support provided.
