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	Summary

This document is submitted for discussion purposes.  It contains a framework for the development of a Roadmap for ITU’s activities in the implementation of WSIS up to 2015. It was jointly prepared by the General Secretariat and the three Bureaus (BR, TSB and BDT). 
Actions required

At its 2007 session, the Council, through Resolution 1282, instructed the Secretary-General “to develop a roadmap for ITU’s activities within its mandate in the WSIS implementation up to 2015, to be presented to the next Council via WG-WSIS.”

1. Introduction

The World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS) represents an important milestone in ITU’s long and distinguished history. Founded in 1865, ITU has been an integral part of the United Nations system since its inception in 1947. The WSIS was the first time that the organization had taken on the leading managerial role in a UN Summit convening many Heads of State and Government.

The World Summit on Information Society (WSIS) noted that the core competencies of ITU in the field of ICTs are of crucial importance for building the information society (Geneva Declaration of Principles, para 64), recognizing ITU expertise, and as such, appointing it as the sole Facilitator for WSIS Action Line C2 “Information and Communication Infrastructure” and WSIS Action Line C5, "Building Confidence and Security in the Use of ICTs” .

Paragraph 111 of the Tunis Agenda for the Information Society calls upon the UNGA to make an overall review of WSIS implementation in 2015. This year was chosen because  is also the end date for the fulfillment of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) agreed at the 2000 Millennium Summit and also the latest date for achieving the WSIS commitments outlined in the Geneva Plan of Action, para 6.

2. Other WSIS outcomes relevant to ITU

The World Summit on Information Society (WSIS) noted that the core competencies of ITU in the field of ICTs are of crucial importance for building the information society (Geneva Declaration of Principles, para 64), recognizing ITU expertise, and as such, appointing it as the sole Facilitator for WSIS Action Line C2 “Information and Communication Infrastructure” and WSIS Action Line C5, "Building Confidence and Security in the Use of ICTs” .

In addition, ITU is invited to act as co-facilitator for a number of other action lines, including Action Lines C.1 (Governance and ICTs for Development), C3 (Access to information and Knowledge), C.4 (Capacity Building), C.6 (Enabling environment), C.7 (ICT Applications) and C.11 (International and regional cooperation). The Summit outcome documents further recognize ITU expertise and encourage further work in the field of International Internet Connectivity (Para 27 c ii and 50 d of the Tunis Agenda for the Information Society), Internet Governance (Paras 67, 72-79), Public Policy Development Process (Paras 68-71), the development of indicators to measure the Information Society (Paras 114 to 118 of the Tunis Agenda for the Information Society), “Connect the World” Initiative (Para 98 of the Tunis Agenda for the Information Society), bridging the standardization gap (paras 26 g, 90), emergency telecommunications (para 91), and child helplines (para 92).

They also recognize the usefulness of the Stocktaking of WSIS-related activities as a tool for assisting with the WSIS Follow-up and Implementation (Para 120 of the Tunis Agenda for the Information Society).

In addition, the WSIS outcome documents assign to ITU potential tasks in the implementation of WSIS in particular:

in the leading facilitation role (along with UNESCO and UNDP) in organizing the multi-stakeholder implementation of the Plan of Action, as outlined in paras 108-110 of the Agenda for the Information Society and in organizing a meeting of facilitators/coordinators;

as co-moderator/facilitator of Action Lines C.1 (Governance and ICTs for Development), C3 (Access to information and Knowledge), C.4 (Capacity Building), C.6 (Enabling environment), C.7 (ICT Applications) and C.11 (International and regional cooperation).

3. Draft Roadmap for ITU’s activities in the implementation of WSIS up to 2015

By Resolution 140, the Antalya Plenipotentiary Conference confirmed its wish that ITU play an active role both in the multi-stakeholder implementation of the WSIS outcomes and in the overall coordination of the implementation process, alongside UNESCO and UNDP. Furthermore, the PP 06 requested that the Council continue to oversee ITU’s implementation of the WSIS outcomes, through the mechanism of the Council Working Group on WSIS (WG-WSIS). 

At its 2007 session, the Council, through Resolution 1282, instructed the Secretary-General “to develop a roadmap for ITU’s activities within its mandate in the WSIS implementation up to 2015, to be presented to the next Council via WG-WSIS”.

3.1. Proposed Structure of the Roadmap

The Roadmap would be articulated in three main parts, detailing foreseen ITU activities in the WSIS implementation. 

Each part would correspond to a specific timeframe, in order to review the work done and the results obtained.

The period 2008-2015 would be divided into the following periods, corresponding to the activities that ITU will undertake:

•
Short-term activities (2008 - 2009) – Timeframe: 2 years

•
Medium-term activities (2010 – 2011) – Timeframe: 2 years

•
Long-term activities (2012 – 2015) – Timeframe: 4 years

Although the WSIS set 2015 as the date for the achievement of the objectives of the Plan of Action, ITU believes that since ICTs are a pillar to meeting MDGs, by bringing forward the WSIS target date to 2012, this will facilitate the achievement of the MDGs by 2015. This strategy of ITU Secretary-General was strongly endorsed by African Ministers at the Ministerial meeting of the Connect Africa Summit in Kigali. 
The year 2010 will be used to perform a gap analysis between the activities undertaken (and related achievements obtained) with the expected results, according to the WSIS goals. This analysis would be used to identify and implement those specific or missing activities required to achieve the WSIS goals.

In this regard, the ITU institutional events, such as the ITU Council and the ITU Plenipotentiary Conferences, the Development, Standardization and Radio Conferences, as well as the annual Cluster of WSIS-related events, will be used as a reviewing mechanism to re-align the activities undertaken with possible adjustments to the ITU work programmes and WSIS related initiatives.

Elected officials will use these institutional events to reiterate the ITU’s commitment in achieving the WSIS goals.

3.2. Proposed Timetable

The following tables summarize the activities and initiatives aimed at the achievements of the WSIS goals, according to ITU Sectors. Each table also contains the relevant institutional events, where the activities and related achievements would be discussed.

4. Items for discussion
To further promote the discussion relating to the development of a Roadmap for ITU’s activities in the implementation of WSIS up to 2015, please find below some questions and issues to be addressed:  

1. The WSIS Tunis Agenda requests that the UN General Assembly make an overall review of the implementation of WSIS outcomes in 2015. What role should ITU play in this review?

2. How could ITU contribute to the achievement of internationally-agreed development goals and objectives, including the Millennium Development Goals?

3. How should ITU coordinate its efforts in other action lines where it plays a subsidiary role?

4. How can ITU contribute to the review that the Commission on Science and Technology for Development (CSTD) will carry out and which will contain a factual assessment of the status of implementation of the WSIS outcomes, highlighting progress and shortfalls, and indicating areas where further actions and initiatives might be needed? 

5. Should a mid-term review of WSIS implementation be carried out in 2010? If so, what role should ITU play? Should a report be prepared for consideration by PP-2010?

6. ITU, together with UNESCO and UNDP, coordinates an annual series of action line coordination meetings clustered around World Information Society Day (17 May). How might this coordination process be improved?
