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Director of TSB: Highlights from the IdM GSI event and JCA-IdM meeting (Seoul, Korea, 18, 21 and 22 January 2008 


The first IdM-GSI event took place in Seoul, Korea on 18 and 21 January 2008 while the JCA-IdM met on 22 January 2008.

Here are some highlights from the draft report of the two events.
1.
IdM-GSI

The first IdM GSI event was collocated with the meeting of ITU-T study groups 13, 19, 11 and of WP 2/16. The two day IdM GSI event included two joint sessions. One joint session involved Q.2, 3, 15/13 and 6.17 and the other Q.15/13 and Q.6/17. Equally important, Q.6/17 and the other relevant co-located Q's met independently during the IdM GSI event. During the joint sessions, several JCA IdM contributions were discussed, IdM information was exchanged and strategic coordination issues were identified for the JCA-IdM to address. It was agreed to develop a joint Q.6/17 and Q.13/15 Recommendation for an IdM data model.
The IdM GSI event was well attended and by any measures was very successful.
2.
JCA-IdM

The first half day JCA-IdM meeting was chaired by the three Co-Conveners and held during the Seoul NGN GSI event. The objective of the meeting was to discuss the IdM GSI results, the IdM ITU-T Roadmap, proposed actionable items by Questions/Study Groups that were derived from the Focus Group IdM Use Cases Gap Analysis, and the establishment of the terms of reference for the IdM GSI Technical and Strategy Review (TSR). The roadmap will be maintained by SG17, 
The IdM Use Case Gap Analysis was considered and it was agreed to forward a Liaison Statement to interested Study Groups and external organizations seeking feedback and additional input for the next JCA-IdM meeting. 
Concerning the Identity and IdM definition it was agreed that a link to the relevant Correspondence Group will be inserted on the JCA-IdM web page.

 As a result of the JCA discussions, an IdM GSI TSR was established. Additionally, internal ITU-T Study Groups and external SDO, fora and consortium Liaison Statements (LSs) were developed. The purpose of the LSs is to seek input to the Roadmap and Gap Analysis breakdown. Both the Roadmap and Gap Analysis Breakdown will be Living Documents and will be used by the JCA-IdM to align, coordinate and help progress in IdM activities across the ITU-T, as well as to minimize duplication of work with external bodies working in the field of IdM. 

The proposal for a roadmap for Service Provider Identity (SPID) concept and associated proposed Recommendations as discussed in the IdM-GSI event was discussed and it was agreed that the relevant work needs to be coordinated with Q.10/17 which will be invited to participate to JCA-IdM. General agreement was reached that the principle participants in the JCA-IdM should consists of Q.2, 8, 15/13 and Q.6, 10/17.
3 Next physical meetings

In order to involve as many Questions as possible in future IdM-GSI events, a review of the ITU-T calendar of meetings was completed and resulted in the following tentative schedule for next IdM-GSI events and JCA-IdM meetings:
