DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY TO THE DEPUTY SECRETARY-GENERAL

Following the decisions of the PP-02 and the resulting financial difficulties and challenges facing the Union, I have decided to devote my full attention to the attainment of the Union’s objectives, the overall coordination of the Union’s activities, including the coordination of the General Secretariat and the Sectors and the successful preparation of the WSIS.

Consequently, and in accordance with Nos.77 of the CS and 84 of the CV, I have decided to grant, with immediate effect, a full and entire delegation of authority to the Deputy Secretary-General for all matters concerning the activities of the Common Services, Conferences and Information Services Departments.

The Deputy Secretary-General shall, in particular, be solely responsible for the establishment and implementation of the plans and programmes of activities, as well as for the preparation of cost-based budget estimates for these Departments.  He shall also be fully responsible for the preparation and presentation of reports on activities of these Departments, including those to be submitted to Council.

In case of discrepancy between the provisions of this Service Order and those of Service Orders in force at present, the provisions of this Service Order shall prevail.

The Deputy Secretary-General shall perform the duties of the Secretary-General in the absence of this latter, as stipulated in CS 77.
