	Third meetings of ITU-D Study Groups for the fourth study period and two regulatory workshops to be held in Geneva from 8 to 19 September 2008


Dear Sir/Madam,

In agreement with the Chairmen of both Study Groups, I am pleased to inform you that the third meetings of ITU-D Study Groups for the fourth study period will take place according to the following schedule:

Study Group 1:
9-12 September 2008

Study Group 2:
15-19 September 2008

The meetings will take place in Geneva, with interpretation and will be preceded by two workshops.

Workshops

On Monday 8 September, immediately preceding the Study Group 1 meeting, two Workshops will be held in parallel on “Tariff policies, tariff models and methods of determining the costs of services on national telecommunication networks, including next-generation networks”and “Regulatory policies on universal access to broadband services”.
The workshop on “Tariff policies, tariff models and methodologies for the determination of costs of services on national telecommunication networks, including NGN” will review several related ITU initiatives on NGN, including the work of ITU-D Study Group 12-2/1 on Strategy for migration from existing networks to next-generation networks for developing countries. The workshop will be divided in three sessions in order to analyze the typical NGN architecture and discuss the investment involved in the migration. The regulatory aspects of the migration towards NGN will be addressed as well as the economic and financial aspects of NGN deployments. Experts will present country experiences and approaches. 

The workshop on “Regulatory policies on universal access to broadband services” will address the challenges and prospects of providing broadband access and services in rural and remote areas. Regulators and policy makers from different regions will highlight best practices and lessons learned in extending broadband access nationwide. In addition, the workshop will explore the latest module to be added to the ICT Regulation Toolkit, Universal Access and Service. The interventions are designed to feed the discussion on regulatory tools and incentives for promoting broadband to leverage countries’ socio-economic growth opportunities. In addition, during the last session of the workshop, regulators and policy makers will be take part in an interactive exercise, creating a Regulators’ checklist to promote Universal Access to Broadband, which will be contributed to the report of Study Group 7-2/1 now in progress. 

To enrich the discussions, we would like to encourage you to make a short presentation on your activities in the respective areas of the two workshops. Should you be interested in doing so, please let us know by sending an email indicating the specific topic to bdt-rme@itu.int no later than 30 July 2008, as we can only accommodate a limited number of presentations.
