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Description of the proposal

African human capacity building in telecommunications/ICT, with particular focus on enhanced understanding of next-generation networks and the latest trends in human resources development in telecommunications/ICT. More training sessions, better focused on targeted concerns.
ITU-D should develop standard and updatable training and information programmes in the fields of human resources management and technologies to address the changes occurring in telecommunications/ICT, accommodating in particular migration to next-generation networks, IPV6, cybersecurity and climate change. 
In order to achieve this, advantage must be taken of the ITU centres of excellence by programming more human resources training sessions as part of their training programmes for telecommunication/ICT managers.

The organization of more regular human resources training sessions and the availability of ITU training fellowships for such sessions are to be encouraged, with ITU-branded diplomas or certificates for participation in order to enhance their value for those receiving them.
ITU-D must take this aspect into account and integrate it in its human resources seminars and training programmes. It serves no purpose to hold regular training sessions for capacity building if they are not rewarded with labels of recognition that give due value to the training followed. Areas deserving particular attention include, inter alia, standardization, cybersecurity, IPV6, climate change, changes in the human resources function in general and in telecommunications/ICT in particular, the methodologies used in the ITU working parties, regulation, etc.
