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Priority area
Development of fixed, mobile and broadband networks, including broadcasting networks and spectrum management, next-generation networks, rural communications, emergency telecommunications and disaster relief, as well as human capacity building for each of these areas.
Description of the proposal
The problem of power supply in Africa has not been solved. However, the development of telecommunications and ICTs depends to a large extent on power supply. Nothing can be done without a reliable energy source.
It will be remembered that, at the Summit of Heads of State in Kigali in 2007, our countries made a a resolute commitment to ITU's "Connect Africa" initiative. Even our country, one of those which are lagging behind in development, is in the process of establishing an optical fibre infrastructure connected to the information highways within the framework of this initiative. Several countries are doing the same. However, we are going to come up against this major problem of power supply, which was flagged at the time as a serious concern. If countries deploy efforts individually, we believe that the objective will not be attained. We have to reflect on this issue together. 
ITU should thus support the African countries in order to find a solution for the provision of efficient and compliant power supplies, exploring existing possibilities, so that telecommunication/ICT development can actually be achieved within the time-frame that has been set.
