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Priority area
Telecommunication/ICT policy and regulatory issues, including ICT economics (market analysis, cost modelling and tariffs) and statistics (indicators, measuring the information society), as well as human capacity building for each of these areas.

Description of the proposal

We are witnessing a growth in malicious attacks on information networks, and in particular the Internet which in the modern world has become a tool for everyday life.
Cybercrime, which undermines telecommunication/ICT networks, is compounded in African countries, insofar as they are ill-equipped to repress these attacks for lack of suitable legal frameworks and technical and human resources.

Côte d'Ivoire thus recommends that ITU should continue to assist the African countries:

1. in organizing training workshops, seminars and forums to develop a cybersecurity culture;
2. in establishing national and regional CERTs/CSIRTs;
3. in upgrading national legal provisions in order to combat cybercrime.
