	Assistance in migration IPV4-IPV6


Priority area

Specific applications for the use of ICTs, including, inter alia, e-government, e-health, e-ecology and climate change, etc., and strengthening security and confidence in the use of ICTs, in particular protection of young people and children, as well as capacity building in each of these areas.

Description of the proposal

Reasons: The limits of IPV4 (the large majority of IPV4 addresses have already been allocated in the administration of networks since 1981) remain a serious concern for the Africa region.

The new version, IPV6, which offers many more possibilities in terms of number of addresses and address allocation, is considered as an opportunity to be seized, and we must equip ourselves to migrate from IPV4 to IPV6.


considering

a. the announced shortage of IPV4 addresses as from 2011;
b. the important and pressing demand for IP addresses on account of development of fixed and mobile Internet;
c. that IPV6 could be a version that will help improve IP engineering;
d. the considerable gap between developed and developing countries in terms of ICT, and ITU's determination to reduce that divide;

e. that IPV6 roll-out is still slower than IPV4 growth,

resolves

in accordance with the provisions of:

· Programme 3 of the Doha Action Plan on "E-strategies and ICT applications";
· Recommendation 13 (Rev.Doha, 2006) on requests for technical assistance for developing countries;
· Resolution 37 (Rev.Doha, 2006) on bridging the digital divide,
to request the Director of BDT

a.

to provide the necessary support;
1. to help the developing countries, in their studies on priority issues such as Internet telephony, mobile technologies and multimedia, to prepare their migration to structural upgrades such as IPV6;

2. to promote the organization of training on IPV6, in cooperation with partner bodies;
b.

in collaboration with the Director of TSB

1. to advise new network manufacturers to provide their support in the deployment of IPV6 and the priority implementation of IPV6 in IPV4 networks;
2. to note the needs of regulators and IP network operators and to lend the necessary support to ensure that IPV6 is a priority issue for their infrastructures,
to further request the study groups

to set up a task force to promote widespread management of the transition from IPV4 to IPV6 and the establishment of migration plans,
encourages developing country Member States and Sector Members to participate more actively in the work of the study groups and focus groups responsible for the question of transition from IPV4 to IPV6.
