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Priority area

Applications: Particular applications of the use of ICTs, including, inter alia, e-government, e-health, e-environment and climate change, etc, and promotion of security and confidence in the use of ICT, including the protection of youth and children. This includes Human capacity building in each of these areas.

Introduction

Every four year, a WTDC is organized. It is a forum for the discussion and consideration of topics, projects and programmes relevant to telecommunication development and for the provision of direction and guidance to the Telecommunication Development Bureau.

Considering

a)
Each WTDC issues a lot of Decisions, Res. Rec. Particularly; The WTDC-06 has approved 6 programmes, 5 initiatives (per Region). The Resolution 17 (Doha, 2006) – Implementation of regionally approved initiatives at the national, regional, interregional and global level.

b)
The PP-06 has issue about 3 Decisions and 59 Resolutions, approving the directions, finance for implementing related activities including the WTDC-06's programmes and initiatives. 

c)
Based on the PP's Decisions, Res., Rec., the BDT sets up, each year, operational plan to implement the WTDC's Action Plan. Through this plan, various programmes, activities have been implemented with the ITU budget and the voluntary contribution.

Considering further:

a)
ITU Members have not enough detailed information on what ITU has implemented, how are the results of ITU activities (not enough quantitative performance indicators), how much money distributed from the ITU budget and how much from voluntary contribution, who has contributed to accomplish those activities, what are the status and furure of CoE, E-health, Pilot Projects, programmes, 5 initiatives/region.
b)
Once the WTDC and PP are convened, a lot of new or revised proposals, showing the demand of member states, are sent to for consideration. As usual, mots of them are approved and so more resources are require while the budget of the ITU decreases. 

c)
In the current system of expenditure lines it is practically impossible to draw data showing how much resources have been spent and how much is planed to complete activities approved by WTDC and PP. It is then difficult to determine how priority, actions and resources can best be matched. In addition, it is difficult for members to monitor and have confidence in the processes and their transparency. 

Noting that:

Number 142, 4 of the ITU Constitution: Telecommunication development conferences shall not produce Final Acts. Their conclusions shall take the form of resolutions, decisions, recommendations or reports. When adopting resolutions and decisions, the conferences shall take into account the foreseeable financial implications and should avoid adopting resolutions and decisions which might rise to expenditure in excess of the financial limits laid down by the Plenipotentiary Conference.
Proposal

For better accountability and transparency in the implementation of activities decided by ITU Members, Viet Nam proposes to evaluate the implementation of WTDC’s resolutions, decisions, programmes and initiatives:

· Financial Distribution, contribution for activities mentioned in the decisions, resolutions, programmes, initiatives;
· Results from the implementation of ITU activities;
· Plan to complete activities in each decisions, resolutions, programmes, initiatives;
· Coordination between three Sectors: BR, TSB, BDT;
· Plans until 2010...

in order to optimize the use of resources and to reach tangible results.
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
