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Description of the proposal
ITU may consider support in the following areas:

a)
ICTization of Schools: presently, many Higher Secondary Schools have no access to computing and Internet facilities; leave side schools at the primary level.
b)
E-strategies and ICT applications: although numerous initiatives are at hand, the progress is often hindered or delayed due to lack of in-house capacity and financial resources to engage consultants.

c)
Community Information Centrres: thirty-nine Community Information Centers (CICs) have been established and 6 are in progress. The CIC initiative aims to provide integrated access to ICT and media services which will serve as a common platform for all government agencies to provide information and e-services to rural communities. The Government has an ambitious plan to provide CiCs to all the 205 administrative Blocks and other communities with higher population density within the next 4 years. The progress will however, depend on the availability of fund from development partners.
d)
Rural Telecommunications: 198 of 205 administrative Blocks are connected to the national telecommunication network to provide fixed-line telecommunication services. There will be a funding support for the remaining Blocks to be fully connected.
e)
Implementation of the National ICT HRD Master Plan: although a comprehensive National ICT HRD Master Plan has been formulated to address the requirement of human resource for the ICT sector in the country, its full implementation will depend on availability of fund.
f)
E-Waste Management: Although, seen as priority, not much work has been done in this area due to lack of expertise.
g)
Information management and security: while the draft Information Management and Security Policy document has been submitted to the Government for approval, assistance will be required to implement this very important policy framework by different agencies in the Government.
