Description of the proposal
The Information and Communications Technology and Disaster Risk Reduction Division (IDD) under the United Nationsl Economic and Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (UNESCAP) comprises a multi-disciplinary pool of experts dedicated to seeing the region benefit more thoroughly from ICST-strengthend socio-economic development. Its focus is placed on:

· Promotion of the use of information, communication and space technology to achieve the goals contained in the Millennium Development Goals, including poverty alleviation, improved opportunity for education, improved health, and empowerment of women;

· Provision of assistance to ESCAP members and associate members in implementation of the Action Plan and the Declaration of Principles of WSIS, and measure their progress towards the information society;

· Research and analytical studies on the enabling policy, regulatory and legal environment conductive to ICT development and its socio-economic benefits in the Asia-Pacific region;

· Integration of space technology and ICT for sustainable development, including disaster management, poverty mapping and provision of access to ICT to remote areas through satellite communications technology;

· Promotion of the establishment of regional/sub-regional institutions in support of national efforts in capacity building in ICT development and applications;

· Developing strategic partnerships with stakeholders, including those with private-public sectors and the donor community.

Considering ITU Programmes and Activities particularly on disaster and emergency communications, Asia-Pacific Regional Initiative on rural communications - infrastructure development, and implementation of WSIS's Plan of Action especially action line C2 and C5 which ITU is a lead facilitator, UNESCAP/IDD proposed to work in collaboration with ITU in for the following areas in particular: 

1. Asia-Pacific Telenetwork

2. Community e-Centres

3. Asia-Pacific Gateway for information sharing and analysis for disaster management

4. Implementation and follow up at the regional level of MDGs and WSIS
Proposals related to WSIS
The regional follow-up activities organized by UNESCAP focuses on the regional and national implementation of the outcomes of the World Summit on the Information Society, the Tehran Declaration on Building the Information Society in Asia and the Pacific and the Regional Action Plan towards the Information Society in Asia and the Pacific.

UNESCAP has been mandated by Action Line 11: International and regional cooperation of the WSIS implementation mechanism to coordinate the regional follow-up. As stated in paragraph 110 of the Tunis Agenda : the coordination of multi-stakeholder implementation activities would help to avoid duplication of activities. This should ionclude, inter alia, information exchange, creation of knowledge, sharing of best practices, and assistance in developing multi-stakeholder and policy/private partnerships.

In this connection, UNESCAP proposed to work in close collaboration with the ITU in implementing the outcomes of the WSIS and Plan of Action.
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
