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DRAFT RESOLUTION XX (Hyderabad, 2010)

Strengthening coordination and cooperation between ITU-D and ITU-T
on matters of mutual interest and concern

The World Telecommunication Development Conference (Hyderabad, 2010),

considering

a)
that WTSA Resolution 17 (Rev. Johannesburg, 2008), Telecommunication Standardization in relation to the interests of developing countries highlights the importance of assisting developing countries in matters addressed by ITU-T;
b)
that WTSA Resolution 57 (Johannesburg, 2008), Strengthening coordination and cooperation among ITU-R, ITU-T and ITU-D on matters of mutual interest invites the Directors of the Radiocommunication, Telecommunication Standardization and Telecommunication Development Bureaux to collaborate and report to their respective Sector advisory bodies on options for improving cooperation at the secretariat level to ensure that close coordination is maximized; 
c)
that the 2008 World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly considered an increasing number of issues of particular concern to developing countries, including cybersecurity, countering and combating spam, the creation of national computer incident response teams, enhancing the participation of telecommunication operators from developing countries, IP address allocation and encouraging the deployment of IPv6, studies related to conformance and interoperability testing, assistance to developing countries, and a possible future ITU Mark programme, as well as those addressed in the Action Plan associated with WTSA Resolution 44, Bridging the standardization gap between developing and developed countries,
recognizing
that the fifteenth meeting of the Council Group on the Financial Regulations, having considered a request from several developing countries advanced at the WTSA to identify options to enhance financial transparency for activities subsumed under Resolution 44, concluded the following: 

At the level of the operational plans of ITU-T and ITU-D, the cooperative arrangements between the Sectors need to be more clearly specified, including the relationship between ongoing activities (e.g., the implementation of the Doha Action Plan) and actions undertaken under the aegis of Resolution 44; and

Information in the operational plans should also include expenditures by each Sector in support of this activity from the regular budget, as well as those undertaken on the basis of voluntary contributions,

noting
that a cooperative framework has already been established for joint ITU-T/ITU-D workshops, symposia, internal task forces, etc., which can facilitate the strengthening of the modalities for collaboration in the future,

resolves to instruct the Directors of the Telecommunication Development Bureau and the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau

to ensure that, in the interest of avoiding duplication and optimizing the use of resources, mechanisms for reporting on activities of mutual concern to ITU-D and ITU-T, including by means of the Sector operational plans, are improved to ensure that human and financial resource allocations are clearly reported and that cooperative and harmonized actions have been achieved;

to report on a regular basis to the Council, the meetings of the Sector advisory groups, and to the relevant Sector conferences and assemblies on actions undertaken pursuant to this Resolution.  
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
