Description of the proposal
Internet development is being seriously compromised in the Arab Region.

Indeed, since the creation of Internet in 1981, 4 billions of IP addresses were to be attributed, 90% of these addresses have already been attributed. In 2011 no more IP addresses will be available.

The new version of IPV6 will be providing more possibilities on the level of number of addresses and attribution mode. This is considered as a good opportunity to seize, and to set up an efficient strategy to succeed the migration from IPV4 to IPV6.

Considering: 

a- the lack of IPV4 addresses as of 2011,

b- the increase and development of Broadband Internet access in the Arab region and the increasing demand of IP addresses,

c- IPV6 advantages in matter of mobile and fixed Internet applications, 

d- the fast development of IPV6 deployment on both levels software and hardware.

Within the scope of a regional initiative, our proposal consists of:

1- Facilitating the setting up of a Taskforce to ensure IPV6 deployment

2- Setting up a center for capacity-building and IPV6 implementation.

3- Promoting and encouraging the setting up of a strategy for migration from IPV4 to IPV6. 
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
