Strengthening coordination and cooperation among ITU-D, ITU-R and 
ITU-T on matters of mutual interest

1.
Introduction

The question of interaction between the ITU Sectors is a matter of constant concern to the ITU secretariat, Council and Sector advisory groups. The need to coordinate activities and avoid their duplication stems from the need to make more effective use of financial and human resources when implementing the strategic and operational plans of the Union and its Sectors. The World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (Johannesburg, 2008) adopted Resolution 57 on strengthening coordination and cooperation among the ITU Sectors. A similar resolution should be adopted within the Telecommunication Development Sector.

Proposal
A draft new resolution entitled “Strengthening coordination and cooperation among ITU-D, ITU-R and ITU-T on matters of mutual interest” is annexed hereto.

Strengthening coordination and cooperation among ITU-D, ITU-R and ITU-T
on matters of mutual interest
The World Telecommunication Development Conference (Hyderabad, 2010),


recalling
a)
Resolution 123 (Rev. Antalya, 2006) of the Plenipotentiary Conference;

b)
Resolution 5 (Rev. Doha, 2006) and Resolution 9 (Rev. Doha, 2006) of the World Telecommunication Development Conference;

c)
Resolution 17 (Rev. Johannesburg, 2008) and Resolution 57 (Johannesburg, 2008) of the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly,


considering

a)
that a basic principle for cooperation and collaboration among the ITU Radiocommunication (ITU‑R), Telecommunication Standardization (ITU-T) and Telecommunication Development (ITU‑D) Sectors is the need for avoiding duplication of activities of the Sectors, and ensuring that work is undertaken efficiently and effectively;

b)
that there is a growing number of issues of mutual interest and concern to all Sectors including the following: electromagnetic compatibility (EMC); International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT); middleware; audiovisual delivery; accessibility for persons with disabilities; emergency communications; ICTs and climate change; cybersecurity; and conformance and operability testing;

c)
that interaction and coordination in the joint holding of seminars and round tables have had positive results in terms of financial and human resource savings,


recognizing

a)
that there is a need to improve the participation of developing countries in the work of ITU, as outlined in Resolution 5 (Rev. Doha, 2006) of the World Telecommunication Development Conference and Resolution 57 (Johannesburg, 2008) of the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly;

b)
that one such mechanism – the Inter-sectoral Emergency Telecommunication Team – has been established to ensure close collaboration within the Union as a whole, as well as with interested entities and organizations outside ITU, on this key priority issue for the Union;

c)
that all advisory groups are collaborating in the implementation of Resolution 123 (Rev. Antalya, 2006) of the Plenipotentiary Conference on bridging the standardization gap between developing and developed countries, 


taking into account

a)
that mechanisms for cooperation, beyond those already established, need to be identified to address a growing number of subjects of mutual interest and concern in ITU-R, ITU-T and ITU-D, with particular attention being focused on reducing the standardization and digital technology gap;

b)
the ongoing consultation among representatives of the three advisory bodies in the discussion of modalities for enhancing cooperation among the advisory groups,


resolves

1
to invite the Radiocommunication (RAG), Telecommunication Standardization (TSAG) and Telecommunication Development (TDAG) advisory groups to assist in the identification of subjects common to the three Sectors and mechanisms to enhance cooperation and collaboration in all Sectors on matters of mutual interest, with particular attention being paid to the interests of the developing countries;

to invite the Directors of the Radiocommunication (BR), Telecommunication Standardization (TSB) and Telecommunication Development (BDT) Bureaux to collaborate, seek to achieve synergy in the coordinated use of financial and human resources when preparing the operational and financial plans of their respective Sectors, and report to the respective Sector advisory bodies on options for improving cooperation at the secretariat level to ensure that close coordination is maximized.

to invite the Sectors to give regular consideration to matters of cooperation at their world conferences and assemblies.
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
