Description of the proposal
Introduction
RRC‑06 on the planning of the digital terrestrial broadcasting service completed its work on 16 June 2006 in Geneva. the conference set the duration of the transition period, running from 17 June 2006 to 17 June 2015, at the end of which the Radiocommunication Bureau will analyse the status of assignments to analogue TV broadcasting stations that were contained in the analogue Plan and were registered in the Master International Frequency Register (MIFR) and will propose to administrations that the corresponding entries in the MIFR be cancelled. On completion of the transition period, the Regional Agreement will comprise only the digital broadcasting service Plan. 
The process of migration to digital TV and sound broadcasting has also begun in the CIS region, but in a somewhat haphazard manner. At present, the CIS countries display different results in this regard. On the basis of an analysis of the results in terms of the establishment of an RCC subregional frequency plan within the framework of RRC‑06, it may be observed that the issue of coordinating their actions while resolving problems that arise in the introduction of and migration to digital TV and sound broadcasting is a critical one for the RCC member countries.
All RCC member states understand the need to exploit as effectively as possible the experience gained worldwide and in the countries of the CIS region in regard to the transition to digital TV and sound broadcasting.
