In this connection, the amount of funds raised for the implementation of projects during this period was about USD11.7 millions - about USD7.8 millions were raised in cash and USD 1.6 millions in-kind from partners, while USD2.3 millions were employed from ICT-DF and USD18’182 supported through the Operational Plan (to support the TAP on TELECOM Project). These projects are all under implementation.

In addition, there are projects that have been ongoing in implementation from before 2007. The total number of these projects (excluding the Regional Initiatives) is 20. For AMS, there are older projects with USD22 millions still being implemented. In ASP, there are 3 projects which raised USD6.9 millions and have almost been completely implemented. Under global projects there are 3 projects still under implementation for USD1.5 millions. 

There are also a number of projects that have been developed but funding is being sought and some of these are currently under negotiation with potential partners. These can be referred to at www.itu.int/itu-d/projects under “Call for Partners”.

There are 87 projects that are operationally completed / closed and there is a lot of effort being undertaken to officially close these projects.
