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1. Opening of the meeting and welcoming remarks
The Chair of TDAG-WG-DEC, Dr Abdulkarim Oloyede from Nigeria, opened the meeting and welcomed participants. He underscored the importance of the meeting for advancing the thinking around the Baku Declaration and refining the scope of the topics to be addressed. 
The BDT Director and the TDAG Chair greeted participants and expressed their full trust in the leadership of the Chair of TDAG-WG-DEC.
2. Approval of the agenda
The draft agenda contained in Document TDAG-WG-DEC/5 was approved without changes.
3. Draft annotated outline of the Baku Declaration
The Chair of TDAG-WG-DEC explained the rationale and thinking process behind the draft annotated outline of the Baku Declaration contained in Document TDAG-WG-DEC/4(Rev.1). The document was prepared by the Chair of TDAG-WG-DEC to stir the discussion on the structure and possible topics of the Declaration. The draft incorporates membership’s views expressed during the First meeting of the group and the ongoing discussions on the ITU-D priorities in the framework of the TDAG Working Group on the ITU-D Priorities (TDAG-WG-ITUDP). The draft outline was also informed by the original mapping of topics in the Kigali Declaration and new and emerging topics is contained in Document TDAG-WG-DEC/INF/1.
Based on the discussion during the first meeting of TDAG-WG-DEC and informal consultations, the Chair had made a proposal for the title of the Declaration, ‘Universal and meaningful connectivity for an equitable digital future’, as outlined in Document TDAG-WG-DEC/4(Rev.1). Following the discussion, the group agreed on the title of the Declaration to be revised to ‘Universal, meaningful and affordable connectivity for an inclusive and sustainable digital future’. Some Member State representatives expressed their preference for a shorter title, while others were in favor of a more comprehensive one. 
For the body of the Declaration, the meeting agreed to retain a structure similar to the Kigali Declaration comprising four main sections: Introduction, ‘We declare,’ ‘We commit,’ and Call to Action. Participants offered comments and suggested refinements to the draft outline, including adjustments to sub-headings and key words. The proposed revisions are outlined in TDAG-WG-DEC/7 (in track changes). All participants reaffirmed the need for the Declaration to be concise, clear and accessible to a broad audience. The Chair committed to drafting a narrative that reflects these principles.
Building on the feedback received during the second meeting of TDAG-WG-DEC, the Chair will prepare a draft narrative containing elements for the Declaration which will be refined during the Third meeting of the group. The final version of the narrative agreed by the Working Group will then be submitted for further consideration by TDAG-25/2 and possible submission as input to WTDC-25 where it will be finalized and the final Baku Declaration adopted.
4. Progress report by Regional Telecommunication Organizations 
Regional Telecommunication Organizations were invited to provide a progress report on their preparations for WTDC-25. 
The representative of Cote d’Ivoire provided an update on the preparatory process led by the African Telecommunication Union (ATU), including their first preparatory meeting and initial discussions on the structure and title of the Declaration, and templates for WTDC contributions. 
5. Any other business
The TDAG-WG-DEC Chair thanked all participants for their active contribution and flexibility. 
The BDT Director, the TDAG Chair and participants thanked the TDAG-WG-DEC Chair for his leadership and expressed their satisfaction of the course of the work of the group.
The TDAG-WG-DEC Chair will provide reports on progress of the work of the group to the upcoming Regional Preparatory Meetings (RPMs) in the lead up to WTDC-25.
