Subject:	Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM) for the purpose of preparing the CPM Report to the 2000 World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC-2000) and to address preparatory studies for the next conference after WRC-2000


Introduction


Administrative Circular CA/48 of 18 December 1997 and its Addendum 1 of 26 January 1998 contains the results of the first Conference Preparatory Meeting which was held in Geneva from �26 to 27 November 1997. The second Conference Preparatory Meeting was foreseen in the calendar of the ITU-R meetings contained in Addendum 2 to Administrative Circular CA/50 of 15 February1999.


Date and place of the meeting


The second Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM-99-2) will be held in Geneva from 15 to 26 November 1999. Registration will commence at 8:30 hours and the meeting will commence at 9:30 hours on the opening day.


Programme of the meeting


The programme of the meeting is contained in the preliminary draft agenda (Annex 1). The CPM Report to WRC-2000 will be prepared in accordance with the outline adopted by the first CPM (see Annex 6 to CA/48) taking into account Council Resolution 1130 and the decisions of the ITU Plenipotentiary Conference (Minneapolis, 1998).


Preparation of the draft consolidated CPM Report to WRC-2000


To facilitate work of the second CPM, a draft consolidated CPM Report to WRC-2000, based on the inputs from the Study Groups, will be prepared by the CPM Chairman in consultation with the Chapter Rapporteurs and the Chairmen of the relevant ITU-R Study Groups (Working Parties/Task Groups) and the Special Committee and with the assistance of the Radiocommunication Bureau (BR). Inputs from the Study Groups, Working Parties and Task Groups will be submitted via the Chairmen of the relevant Study Groups according to their updated meetings schedule (see Addendum 2 to CA/50). This draft Report along with contributions will be the basis for the work of the second CPM and will be distributed by the Director, BR as a CPM document by 15 September 1999.

The contributions to the work of the second CPM will be processed according to the provisions laid down in Resolutions ITU-R 1 and ITU-R 2. One copy of all contributions should be sent to the Director, BR for processing.
