Further to Resolution 17 of the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994) and Resolution ITU-R 3-1 of the Radiocommunication Assembly (Geneva, 1997), the Radiocommunication Advisory Group (RAG) is maintained with Mr. M. Goddard (United Kingdom) as Chairman and Mr. A.I. Kouchtouev (Russian Federation) and Mr. I. Samake (Mali) as Vice-Chairmen.


I hereby inform you that the eighth meeting of the Radiocommunication Advisory Group will be held at ITU headquarters in Geneva from 17 to 20 January 2000 inclusive.

The draft agenda of the Radiocommunication Advisory Group meeting is contained in Annex 1.

The meeting will open at 0930 hours on the first day and registration will be possible as of 0830 hours.  Detailed information concerning the meeting rooms will be displayed on screens at the entrances to ITU headquarters.

As stated in Article 11A of the ITU Convention, the Radiocommunication Advisory Group is open to representatives of administrations of Member States and representatives of Radiocommunication Sector Members and to chairpersons of the study groups. Its principal duties are, inter alia, to review priorities, programmes, operations, financial matters and strategies related to radiocommunication assemblies, study groups and the preparation of radiocommunication conferences, and any specific matters as directed by a conference of the Union, a radiocommunication assembly or the Council. The RAG recommends measures to foster cooperation and coordination with other standards bodies, with the Telecommunication Standardization Sector, the Telecommunication Development Sector and the General Secretariat. 


The meetings and documents of the Radiocommunication Advisory Group are governed by the working methods laid down in Resolution ITU-R 1-2 (Geneva, 1997) for the study groups.

Contributions to the work of the Advisory Group shall be submitted to the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau (BR) preferably in electronic form, which will accelerate their availability through the WWW.  A copy of each contribution should also be sent to the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen.  Such contributions must be received by the BR not later than 29 November 1999.  Contributions received by the Director after that date will be published, in the original language only, and shall be distributed at the beginning of the meeting.  The addresses of the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen of the Group are given in Annex 2.


With a view to settling any questions which might arise concerning contributions, the submitter’s name, fax and telephone numbers and e-mail address should be mentioned on the cover page of all contributions.

Several Pentium microcomputers equipped with printers will be available for the use of delegates at ITU headquarters during the meeting.
