Invitation to participate in the work of the Radiocommunication Study Groups and the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters in the study period 2000-2003


This Circular invites ITU Member States and Sector Members of the Radiocommunication Sector to participate in the work of the Radiocommunication (ITU-R) Study Groups and their component Working Parties and Task Groups, Joint Tasks Groups and the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural matters. The list of participants and document requirements will be established on the basis of replies to this Circular.


The 2000 Radiocommunication Assembly (Istanbul, 1-5 May 2000), approved the revised work programme (Annex 1), working methods (Annex 2) and structure (Annex 3) of the Radiocommunication (ITU-R) Study Groups for the 2000-2003 study period. Also, Annex 4 contains Resolution ITU-R 38-2 concerning the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters and Annex 5 contains Resolution ITU-R 2-3 on the Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM). 


The ITU-R Chairpersons and Vice-Chairpersons, in a meeting held 6 and 8 June 2000 and in consultation with the Director, established the calendar of meetings for 2000 and 2001 (see Annex 6).


The list of Study Groups, the Conference Preparatory Meeting and Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters Chairpersons and Vice-Chairpersons, as adopted by the 2000 Radiocommunication Assembly, is given in Annex 7.


In addition to the working methods defined in Resolution ITU-R 1-3 (see Annex 2), your attention is particularly invited to new Resolution ITU-R 45 (Annex 8) related to “the provisional application of an alternative procedure for the approval of Recommendations”. In accordance with Article 29 of the Constitution (Geneva, 1992) and Resolution 62 (Kyoto, 1994), relating to the use of working languages of the Union, reciprocal interpretation among the working languages of the Union may be provided at Study Group meetings, within the resources available. Due to limited resources, Working Parties, Task Groups and Joint Task Groups are encouraged to use only one of the ITU working languages.
