Resolution 80 (Rev.WRC-2000)

1. The Radiocommunication Advisory Group (RAG), at its ninth meeting (12-16 March 2001), considered ways of addressing the provisions of Resolution 80 (Rev. WRC-2000). This Resolution requires, in resolves 1, the Radiocommunication Advisory Group “to carry out studies and consider possible draft recommendations and draft provisions linking the formal notification, coordination and registration procedures with the principle contained in Article 44 of the Constitution and No. S0.3 in the Preamble to the Radio Regulations; the studies will take into account, inter alia, the report of the Radio Regulations Board to this Conference (Document 29), in particular the difficulties pointed out in paragraph 3.2 thereof, and contributions if any from members”.

2. In order to enable the RAG to further consider this matter at its next meeting (25 February ‑ 1 March 2002), the RAG agreed to create a correspondence group (Convenor: Mr. Hugh Railton, New Zealand) and to invite the Membership to submit appropriate contributions.

3. In order to assist Mr. Railton in his task, the Bureau has established an e-mail reflector and a WEB page to facilitate the exchange of correspondence and contributions from Member States and Sector Members. The arrangements are as follows:

a) The e-mail reflector will operate with the address rag-res80@itu.int and any representative of a Member State or Sector Member registered as a participant in the e‑mail reflector may use it to circulate ideas or comments on relevant topics to all other registered participants;

c) Mr. Railton will coordinate exchanges of mail on the reflector, as necessary, and will act as a facilitator, for all users of the reflector.

4. Mr. Railton will coordinate the results of this correspondence process and will prepare a draft report to be made available on the above-mentioned web page for comment. The final report by Mr. Railton will be submitted to the RAG for consideration at its tenth meeting, which is to be held 25 February – 1 March 2002.
