�Subject:	Meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 9 (Fixed Service)

1	Introduction

Administrative Circular CA/27, issued on 8 January 1996, and subsequently Corrigendum 1 to Administrative Circular CA/27, dated 11 July 1996, announced the date for the meeting of Study Group 9. The meeting will take place in Geneva from 21 to 23 January 1997 shortly after meetings of Working Parties 9A, 9B (both 9-17 January), 9D (8-17 January) and 4-9S (6-14 January). Working Party 9C will also meet in Geneva on 20-22 January 1997.

The meeting will be held at the ITU Headquarters, Geneva, Switzerland. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the same building. The opening session will take place at 09.30 hours and registration of delegates will start at 08.30 hours on 21 January 1997.

2	Programme of meeting

The draft agenda for the meeting of Study Group 9 is contained in Annex 1.

Contributions from participants will be processed in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-1.

2.1	Adoption of draft Recommendations according to § 10.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1

At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 9, I have the honour to inform you that 5 draft new and 5 revised Recommendations were prepared and adopted at the meetings of Working Parties 9A (20-29 March 1996), 9B (20-29 March 1996) and 9D (18-29 March 1996).

In conformity with §§ 2.18 and 10.3.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1, the titles and the summaries of these draft Recommendations are given in Annex 2 to this Circular. Reference is provided to the Document number of Study Group 9 where the texts to be adopted can be found.

After debate at the Study Group 9 meeting, the decision of the delegations to apply the procedure for approval by correspondence (§ 10.5) must be unopposed (§ 10.3.2).

2.2	Adoption of draft Recommendations according to §§ 2.21 and 10.4 of�	Resolution ITU-R 1-1

Any draft Recommendations prepared during the meetings of Working Parties 9A, 9B, 9C and 9D held shortly prior to the Study Group will be submitted to the Study Group. Immediately after the Study Group meeting, some urgent draft Recommendations may be circulated for consultation to all administrations and other organizations participating in the work of Study Group 9 (§ 10.4.2) (1). The Study Group consultation period shall extend for at least two months following the circulation of the draft Recommendations and shall end after the texts of the draft Recommendations have been available in the working languages for at least four weeks (§ 10.4.3). If no objections from Members are received in the Study Group consultation period, the procedure of approval by correspondence (§ 10.5) will be initiated. Should any unresolved objection from Members remain, the text will either be submitted to the next Radiocommunication Assembly or, if appropriate, referred back to the Working Parties for further study.

In accordance with § 2.18 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1, Annex 3 to this Circular contains a list of topics to be addressed at the Working Party meetings just prior to the Study Group meeting, and for which draft Recommendations may be developed.

This draft new Recommendation is intended to provide guidance to network planners and designers on the allowable degradation in performance of digital radio-relay systems, operating at a bit rate at or above the primary rate and which may form part of the international portion, due to interference from other primary services sharing bands with the fixed service. The Recommendation is based on the error performance objectives of Recommendation ITU-R F.1092 and the apportionment principles for allowable performance degradation under conditions of frequency sharing as given in Recommendation ITU-R F.1094.

New equations are presented, based on average side-lobe levels, that are recommended for use in certain sharing studies including interference to and from GSO and non-GSO satellites involving multiple or time-varying entries.

A new annex is included giving technical characteristics of fixed service systems specifically useful for sharing analysis in the 1 - 3 GHz range.
