Subject:	Meetings of the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters �(Geneva, 27 January - 6 February 1997)


1.	Administrative Circulars CA/33 and CA/34, issued on 21 March 1996, and, subsequently, Corrigendum 1 to CA/33 and Corrigendum 1 to CA/34, dated 9 May 1996, summarized the results of the first set of meetings of the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters (SC), which were held during the period 26 February - 1 March 1996 and announced the dates for the second set of meetings of the SC. The second set of meetings will take place in Geneva, from 27 January to 6 February 1997, with the following arrangement:


27 - 31 January 1997: Second meeting of the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters devoted to preparation of the WRC-97;


3 - 6 February 1997: Second meeting of the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters devoted to Resolution 18 (Kyoto, 1994).


The meetings will be held at the ITU Headquarters, Geneva, Switzerland. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the same building. The opening session will take place at 09:30 hours and registration of delegates will begin at 08:30 hours on 27 January and 3 February 1997, respectively. Delegates attending both meetings will be able to register only once.


2.	The draft agendas for the meetings are contained in Annexes 1 and 2, respectively.


3.	According to the adopted methods of work during the first set of meetings and, in accordance with the time schedule of the activities in this respect, the dispatch of the draft consolidated report of the SC (in three languages) is foreseen by 10 January 1997 to the Member States and Sector Members who indicated a desire to participate in the SC by way of Annex 8, CA/27. The report, however, will be posted on TIES/ITUDOC/WWW soon after its consolidation which will be undertaken at the meeting of the Chairman, Vice-Chairmen and Rapporteurs of the SC, i.e. sometime after 21 November 1996.
