SELECTION OF ACTIVE SPACEBORNE SENSOR EMISSION CHARACTERISTICS TO MITIGATE THE POTENTIAL FOR INTERFERENCE TO TERRESTRIAL RADARS OPERATING IN FREQUENCY BANDS 1 - 10 GHz


Summary


This Recommendation contains a methodology which allows to estimate whether or not the unwanted signal received by a terrestrial radar from an active spaceborne sensor may cause difficulties if operated in common frequency bands. The calculation highlights a number of parameters of the sensor that can be chosen such that the sharing situation is improved. The frequency bands below 10 GHz being considered by this methodology are 1 215 � 1 300 MHz, 3 100 � 3 300 MHz, 5 250 � 5 350 MHz, 8 550 � 8 650 MHz, 9 500 � 9 800 MHz. It has been demonstrated that it should be possible to meet the protection criteria for terrestrial radars through selection of active spaceborne sensor parameters with this goal in mind. Sensor transmitter power, antenna gain pattern, pulses width, pulse repetition frequency, and chirp bandwidth (if frequency modulation is used) are all possible characteristics that can be adjusted to improve compatibility.

PROTECTION CRITERIA FOR STATIONS IN THE RADIOLOCATION �SERVICE FROM EMISSIONS FROM ACTIVE SPACEBORNE �SENSORS IN THE BAND 13.4 - 13.75 GHz


Summary


This Recommendation gives the protection criteria for stations in the radiolocation service from emissions from active spaceborne sensors in the band 13.4 � 13.75 GHz. The method given in Annex 1 may be used to determine whether a given sensor complies with the protection criteria given in recommends 1 and 2, ant that Figure 1 through 4 may be used as graphic illustrations of the criteria themselves.
