Report of the eighth meeting of ITU-R Study Group �Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen


Geneva, 25 and 27 November 1997


1.	Opening


The Director of BR, in his opening remarks, said that WRC�97 had readily recognized the need to continue with the CPM and Special Committee in the 1998-1999 study period. Resources for the period were relatively limited, and voluntary contributions to the Sector's work would be welcome. With the approach of the next Plenipotentiary Conference, thought must be given to identifying strategic areas on which ITU�R might concentrate in order to keep itself well in step with the changing telecommunication environment.


2.	Results of the 1997 session of the Council (Documents CVC-8/2 and CVC-8/4)


Document CVC-8/2 dealt with the financial aspects of the study groups. Particular attention was drawn to the reduction of some 800 000 Swiss francs in the resources available for the 1998�1999 biennium compared with the previous biennium. The reduction related mainly to the new approach to the recruitment of interpreters. The budget for the new biennium had been calculated on the basis of the same volume of work as the previous biennium. Document CVC�8/2 did not take into account all the decisions of WRC�97, but would be revised accordingly.


Document CVC-8/2 was noted.


Document CVC-8/4 contained Council Document C97/4, outlining the future conferences and meetings of the Union as a whole. Work within ITU�R was being planned on the assumption that the next WRC would take place in autumn 1999.


Document CVC-8/4 was noted.


3.	Results of the Radiocommunication Assembly (Geneva, 1997) (Documents CVC�8/6, CVC�8/10, CVC�8/11 and CVC�8/12)


The meeting noted the above documents, containing: the structure of ITU�R study groups, the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters, Conference Preparatory Meeting and Radiocommunication Advisory Group (Document CVC-8/6); a list of ITU�R resolutions (Document CVC�8/10); Resolution ITU�R 1�2 (Document CVC�8/11); and Resolutions ITU�R 2�2 and 38�1 (Document CVC�8/12).


4.	Results of the World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva, 1997)


The meeting noted the draft agendas of WRC�99 and WRC�01 (Document CVC�8/5+Add.1), as proposed by WRC�97.


5.	Draft allocation of ITU-R preparatory work for WRC�99 (Document CVC-8/8)


Addressing Document CVC-8/8 in general terms, the meeting agreed that single responsible groups, not necessarily study groups, should be identified in one column, with other concerned groups identified in another. The responsible groups could include the joint rapporteur groups (JRGs) devised by the recent Radiocommunication Assembly, and responsible groups could report directly to CPM in accordance with Resolution ITU�R 2. The concept of JRGs was welcomed and would indeed be necessary for certain studies, but existing structures should be exploited wherever possible in the light of the limited time and resources available. It was pointed out that JRGs may not have chairmen, therefore consideration must be given to appointing a rapporteur as coordinator, to appointing a rapporteur from each study group, and other such possibilities. The meetings schedule should be borne in mind when identifying responsible groups, including new ones, so as to keep participants' travel to a minimum. Given the limited time available, studies should begin immediately without waiting for the first meeting of a particular study group responsible for a subsidiary group. Planning of the work has to be based on the assumption that the next WRC would take place in autumn 1999 and therefore the deadline for submissions to the draft CPM Report would be in mid�November 1998.


The meeting went through Document CVC�8/8 and identified a responsible group and concerned group(s) for each agenda item with a view to submitting the document to CPM for consideration at its meeting on 26 November 1997.


6.	Draft allocation of ITU-R preparatory work for WRC�01 (Document CVC-8/9)


The meeting went through Document CVC-8/9 and identified a responsible group and concerned group(s) for each agenda item with a view to submitting the document to CPM for consideration at its meeting on 26 November 1997.


7.	Meeting work plan 1998-1999 (Documents CVC-8/2, CVC-8/3 and CVC-8/7)


Study group budget 1998-1999


Subject to verification of some figures, the meeting approved a proposed budget for each group for the 1998�1999 biennium expressed in terms of meeting days in and away from Geneva, meetings with and without interpretation, and documents production. These parameters were not to be applied too strictly, thus the study group chairmen and vice-chairmen would have flexibility in handling their budgets in Swiss francs as they saw fit. Transfers could be made between study groups with the agreement of the Chairmen concerned and the Director.


Meeting schedule (Documents CVC-8/3 and CVC-8/7)


On the basis of informal and formal consultations, the meeting revised a draft schedule of meetings of ITU�R groups, as contained in Document CVC�8/3. The meeting also noted a detailed study group work programme for 1998 in Document CVC�8/7.


8.	Measurement of environmental noise (Document CVC-8/1)


Study Group 3 drew attention to the fact that Documents 3K/12 and 3K/20 were not necessarily within the purview of Study Group 3. Study Group 1 said that it would bring the matter to the attention of the Task Group on spurious emissions.


9.	Chairmanship of Joint Task Group 4-9-11


Mr. J. Leary (Japan) was to be appointed Chairman of the new JTG 4-9-11. The chairmanship and other specific arrangements being made for other joint groups was still under negotiation.


10.	Meetings of IRG and GTE


The first meeting of the inter-conference representative group (IRG) is being scheduled for 2�4 February 1998. Dates for its subsequent meetings and for those of the group of technical experts (GTE) would be announced in due course.


11.	Contributions to the 1998 World Telecommunication Development Conference


Contributions from ITU�R study groups to WTDC-98 would be most welcome.


The Director would be submitting a summary report on WRC�95 and WRC�97 and the intervening period to the Director of BDT. At WTDC-98, Study Group 11 would be giving a presentation on interactive television, and Study Group 7 intended to give a presentation on space science services.
