Subject:	Meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 8 (Mobile, radiodetermination, amateur and related satellite services)


1	Introduction


At the meeting of Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen in November 1997, the date for the meeting of Study Group 8 was decided. This meeting will be held in the ITU, Geneva, from 7 to �8 July 1998. Draft new and revised Recommendations prepared during the meetings of Working Party 8D and Task Group 8/1 held prior to the Study Group will be submitted to the Study Group. At the meeting, the Study Group will decide on the approval procedure for each Recommendation in accordance with § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU�R 1�2. Immediately after the Study Group meeting, the draft �



Recommendations will be circulated for consultation to all Member States and Sector Members participating in the work of Study Group 8. The Study Group consideration period shall extend for at least two months following the circulation of the draft Recommendations and shall end after the texts of the draft Recommendations have been available in the working languages for at least four weeks. If no objections from Member States are received during the Study Group consideration period, the draft new or revised Recommendations shall be considered to be adopted by the Study Group.


The procedure for the approval of each new or revised Recommendation will then be initiated according to the § 10.3 of Resolution ITU�R 1�2. Should any unresolved objection from Member States remain, the text in question will either be submitted to the next Radiocommunication Assembly or, referred back to the relevant Working Party/Task Group for further study, in accordance with § 10.2.2.7 of Resolution ITU�R 1�2.
