�Subject:	Meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 9 (Fixed service)* 

1	Introduction

At the meeting of Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen in November 1997, the date for the meeting of Study Group 9 was decided. This meeting will be held in the ITU, Geneva, from 14 to 16 October 1998. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the vicinity of the meeting rooms. The opening sessions will take place at 09:30 hours and registration of delegates will start at 08:30 hours on 14 October 1998.

2	Programme of meeting

The draft agenda for the meeting of Study Group 9 is contained in Annex 1. Contributions from participants will be processed in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-2.

2.1	Adoption of draft Recommendations at the meeting (§ 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2)

The draft new and revised Recommendations contained in Annex 2 are to be presented to the Study Group for adoption according to §10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2.

�2.2	Adoption of draft Recommendations by correspondence (§ 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU�R 1-2)

Draft new and revised Recommendations prepared during the meetings of Working Parties 9A, 9B, 9C and 9D held immediately before the Study Group will be submitted to the Study Group. A description of the topics is contained in Annex 3. At the meeting, the Study Group will decide on the approval procedure for each Recommendation in accordance with § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU�R 1�2. Immediately after the Study Group meeting, the draft Recommendations will be circulated for consultation to all Member States and Sector Members participating in the work of Study Group 9. The Study Group consideration period shall extend for at least two months following the circulation of the draft Recommendations and shall end after the texts of the draft Recommendations have been available in the working languages for at least four weeks. If no objections from Member States are received during the Study Group consideration period, the draft new or revised Recommendations shall be considered to be adopted by the Study Group.

The procedure for the approval of each new or revised Recommendation will then be initiated according to the § 10.3 of Resolution ITU�R 1�2. Should any unresolved objection from Member States remain, the text in question will either be submitted to the next Radiocommunication Assembly or, referred back to the relevant Working Party for further study, in accordance with § 10.2.2.7 of Resolution ITU�R 1�2.

In order to make the necessary arrangements, it is requested that the intended participation of your representative(s) be advised not later than one month before the opening of the meeting, by means of the annexed form (Annex 4) (to be photocopied as required).
