The ITU Radiocommunication Assembly,


considering


that Recommendation ITU-R BS.1116 specifies methods for the subjective assessment of small impairments in audio systems;


that Recommendation ITU-R BS.1116 recommends the use of loudspeakers and headphones;


that Recommendation ITU-R BS.1116 recommends to adjust the level in such a way that a loudness equal to the reference sound field produced by loudspeakers is achieved;


that a simple method for level adjustment is highly desirable;


that the reproduction level is needed as input parameter for objective measurement methods of perceived audio quality;


that Recommendation ITU-R BS.708 specifies the electro acoustical properties of studio monitor headphones,


decides that the following Questions should be studied


1	Which method should be used to adjust the headphone reproduction level for subjective listening tests?


2	What are the intra- and interindividual deviations if this method is applied to equal loudness adjustments?
