Geneva, 14 and 15 December 1998

Opening

The Director of BR opened the meeting at 0935 hours on Monday 14 December 1998.

Results of the 1998 session of the Council (Document CVC-9/7)

The Director of BR said that, following a second consultation, the Member States had approved the date and place for the next WRC and RA, as follows: RA-2000, 1-5 May 2000; WRC-2000, 8 May � 2 June 2000. The Member States had also approved the agenda for WRC-2000 but some of the decisions of the Plenipotentiary Conference (Minneapolis, 1998) in effect added to that agenda. It was suggested that a meeting of the ITU-R study group chairmen and vice-chairmen should be scheduled during the first meeting of CPM, just after WRC�2000, in order to organize studies for the subsequent conference.

Results of the Plenipotentiary Conference (Minneapolis, 1998) (Document CVC-9/4 and Corrigendum 1)

Document CVC-9/4 presented excerpts of the Final Acts of the Plenipotentiary Conference (Minneapolis, 1998) of particular interest to the chairmen and vice-chairmen.

In discussing the document, the following comments were made.

It was recognized that the flexibility introduced in the scheduling of conferences/assemblies would make it difficult to harmonize the timetables of the different sectors.

Regarding the work of ITU-R, attention was drawn to the discussion of the role of RAG that had taken place during the Plenipotentiary Conference.

The importance of ADD 175B of Article 12 of the Convention was highlighted, and the Bureau looked to the chairmen and vice-chairmen for advice on additional practical measures to facilitate the participation of developing countries in the ITU-R study groups, over and above measures already taken.

Article 20 of the Convention, dealing with the conduct of business of study groups, had been amended to bring it into line with actual practice.

With regard to documents and publications (Resolution COM 7/13, Annex 11 to Document CVC�9/4), the meeting discussed the need to facilitate the use of electronic documentation, in particular by being able to find current documents easily, as well as to refer back to documents circulated several years previously. The possibility of making greater use of CD ROMs was mentioned but it was acknowledged that the use of electronic documentation techniques was unlikely to cut costs as, for the time being, electronic documentation would be provided in addition to paper.

Future conferences and assemblies of the Union (Document CVC-9/6)

Document CVC-9/6 was noted.

Preparatory work for WRC-2000 (Document CVC-9/5)

The Director of BR informed the meeting that, as Mr. Bøe had regrettably been obliged to withdraw from the chairmanship of CPM, Mr. Barton was acting as Chairman of CPM.

The tight schedule for the submission of contributions by study groups to the draft CPM Report was highlighted.

The acting Chairman of CPM said that the work of CPM would be greatly facilitated if restrictions on the length of contributions were respected. The work of IRG would be submitted directly to WRC-2000 through the Director, and would not be considered by CPM. The chapter rapporteurs would be identified at the first meeting of CPM and would work with the study groups to make sure that the submitted text was complete and would fit into the draft Report with only minor amendment.

Document CVC-9/5 was noted.

Meeting work plan, 1999-2000 (Documents CVC-9/3, CVC-9/12)

Following discussion of the programme of ITU-R study group meetings foreseen in 1999 and 2000, it was agreed that a revised schedule would be attached to the report of the present meeting.

Radiocommunication study groups financial progress report (Document CVC-9/9)

In response to various comments regarding the actual number of meeting days and a query about expenditure on missions, it was explained that definitive tables on 1998 expenditures would be drawn up at the end of the year.

Following clarification that the overall study group budget was set by the Council but that allocations to individual study groups could be adjusted as necessary, as they were within the competence of the chairmen and vice-chairmen, Document CVC-9/9 was noted.

Publications (Document CVC-9/11 and Corrigendum 1)

Having reviewed Document CVC-9/11, the meeting agreed that the quality achieved at lower cost in recent Supplements was acceptable and that the initiative should be continued.

It was suggested that a list of Handbooks, together with a brief synopsis of each, should be circulated as a reminder that those publications were available. It was also suggested that a list of possible topics for future Handbooks should be circulated as a way of determining which topics were likely to attract the greatest interest.

Proposals from Study Group 1 (Documents CVC-9/1, CVC-9/2, CVC-9/14)

Following an explanation that an interorganization task force was studying the topic of human exposure to electromagnetic fields, it was suggested that ITU could contribute in the area of measurement procedures, while it should be left to WHO to deal with exposure limits. In that context, attention was drawn to a document (RAST6(98)22 dated 13 March 1998) reporting on a meeting held in Sophia Antipolis from 30 March to 2 April 1998, dealing inter alia with electromagnetic compatibility and human safety. Document CVC-9/14, containing a contribution from TSB on protection against electromagnetic environment effects, was noted.

It was agreed that ITU-R Study Group 1 would appoint a rapporteur to work with the corresponding ITU-T rapporteur and report back to the ITU-R study group chairmen and vice�chairmen. It was suggested that experts might participate directly in the work of the interorganization task force.

Contribution from ITU-R Study Group 4 (Document CVC-9/10)

The meeting recognized the problems resulting from the change from four�year to two�year study periods, as outlined in Document CVC-9/10. It was agreed that the matter should be brought to the attention of RAG.

Liaison statement from ITU-D (Document CVC-9/8)

Following discussion of specific mechanisms to enhance the participation of developing countries in frequency spectrum management, the Director suggested that the draft reply annexed to Document CVC-9/8 should be made more precise. Subject to formal approval, he envisaged a joint group drawn from ITU-R and ITU-D, and stressed the importance of input from regional organizations.

Radiocommunication Sector patent policy (Document CVC-9/13)

It was generally agreed that ITU-R should follow the ITU-T practice with regard to patent policy, as reflected in Document CVC-9/13.

Information on Study Group Department draft operational plan

A draft operational plan for the Study Group Department was circulated for the information of the meeting. It would constitute one element of the overall operational plan for BR.

Access to information on chairmen and vice-chairmen

Following a discussion of the usefulness of making contact addresses publicly available, the Director invited the chairmen and vice-chairmen to indicate the information that they wished to make available, as well as any requirements for special email addresses.

Studies requested by the Radio Regulations Board

The meeting expressed its willingness to undertake studies requested by the Radio Regulations Board, on the understanding that details would be discussed on a bilateral basis.

Word-processing format

Difficulties associated with word-processing incompatibilities were highlighted and the meeting urged those involved in the production of documents to use a word-processing format that could be handled by BR.

�Date and place of next CVC meeting

It was agreed that the tenth meeting of ITU-R Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen would be held on the last Friday of the first CPM meeting after WRC�2000, on the understanding that the documents would be distributed at the beginning of the CPM meeting.

Closure of the meeting

The Director thanked the chairmen and vice-chairmen for their participation and closed the meeting at 1545 hours on Tuesday 15 December 1998.
