Extraordinary meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 10 (Broadcasting service (sound)) and Radiocommunication Study Group 11 (Broadcasting service (television)

1
Introduction

At its meeting in June 1999, Study Group 11 decided to seek adoption by correspondence of the draft new Recommendation ITU-R BO.[Doc.11/136(Rev.1) “Functional description to be used in developing software tools for determining conformity of non-GSO FSS networks with limits contained in Article S22 of the Radio Regulations” (see Circular letter 11/LCCE/41 of 5 August 1999 and its Addendum 1 of 27 August 1999).  In response, one Administration objected to the adoption of this draft new Recommendation and submitted to Joint Working Party 10-11S two contributions elaborating its concerns.  The BR re-submitted the draft new Recommendation to the October 1999 meeting of JWP 10-11S and suggested the following course of action:

a)
The results of the conclusions of JWP 10-11S could be sent with a liaison statement to WP 4A for consideration at its meeting 21-29 February 2000.

b)
WP 4A could communicate through the Chairman of Study Group 4 its conclusions to the Radiocommunication Assembly, 1-5 May 2000 so that this body could consider the approval of the draft new Recommendation as modified by JWP 10-11S and WP 4A accordingly.

2
Conclusions of JWP 10-11S


Joint Working Party 10-11S has taken the following three actions:

· JWP 10-11S revised the draft new Recommendation as outlined in Document 11/153 and Corrigendum 1.

· It forwards this revised draft new Recommendation to Study Group 11 for adoption at its Extraordinary Meeting (Geneva, 15-17 December 1999) and subsequent transmission to the Radiocommunication Assembly.  

· The revised draft new Recommendation was forwarded to WP 4A for its information and comments if any.

2.1
Adoption of draft Recommendations at the Study Group meeting (§ 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2)

As mentioned above, a proposed revision to a  draft new Recommendation was prepared at the meeting of Joint Working Party 10-11S (18-27 October 1999), and due to its urgency is proposed for adoption by the Study Group 11 at its December 1999 extraordinary meeting in accordance with § 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2.

In conformity with §§ 2.19 and 10.2.1.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2, the title and summary of the draft new Recommendation is given in Annex 1.

As indicated in § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2, the Study Group shall decide, for each draft Recommendation adopted, the eventual approval procedure to be followed. JWP 10-11S, for the reason given above, proposes its subsequent transmission to the Radiocommunication Assembly so that this body could consider its approval. In the case where it is decided to submit a draft for approval by consultation, the decision of the delegations representing Member States must be unopposed; (see § 10.3.5.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2).

2.2
Adoption of draft Recommendations by a Study  Group by correspondence (§ 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1-2)

The procedure described in § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2 concerns draft new or revised Recommendations which are not specifically included in the agenda of a Study Group meeting or for which there was insufficient time for their preparation in the working languages prior to the meeting.

In accordance with this procedure, other draft new and revised Recommendations prepared during the above-mentioned meeting of Joint Working Party 10-11S are being submitted to extraordinary meeting of Study Groups 10 and 11, as well. After due consideration, the Study Groups may decide to seek adoption of these draft Recommendations by correspondence. At the meeting, the Study Groups shall also decide on the approval procedure for each draft Recommendation in accordance with § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑2.

Immediately after the Study Groups meeting, the draft Recommendations for which adoption by correspondence is sought will be circulated for consideration by all Member States and Sector Members participating in the work of Study Groups. The period for Study Groups consideration by correspondence shall extend for at least two months following the circulation of the draft Recommendations and shall end after the texts of the draft Recommendations have been available in the working languages for at least four weeks. If no objections from Member States are received during the period for Study Groups consideration , the draft Recommendations shall be considered to be adopted by the Study Groups.

The procedure for the approval of each draft Recommendation will then be initiated according to § 10.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2. However, should any unresolved objection from Member States remain, the text in question will either be submitted to the next Radiocommunication Assembly or referred back to the relevant Working Party/Task Group for further study, the resulting action depending on the priority of the topic as described in § 10.2.2.7 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑2.
