Announcement of the establishment of Task Group 3/2 on the development of a path‑general point-to-area propagation prediction method and of its first meeting

Introduction

Task Group 3/2 has been established by the Chairperson of Study Group 3 in consultation with the Vice-Chairpersons and the Director, Radiocommunication Bureau according to the Decision approved by SG 3 and included in Annex 1 (Doc. 3/41), and will carry out studies on draft new Recommendation ITU-R P.[BLM] (see Annex 2).

Date and place of the meeting

The first meeting of Task Group 3/2 will take place from 28 to 30 November 2000 at the ITU Headquarters. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the same building. Registration will commence at 08:30 hours on the opening day. The meeting of Task Group 3/2 will commence at 09:30 hours on 28 November 2000.

DEVELOPMENT OF A PATH-GENERAL POINT-TO-AREA
PROPAGATION PREDICTION METHOD

Radiocommunication Study Group 3,


considering

a)
that there is an urgent need to give guidance to engineers in the planning of broadcasting, land mobile and maritime mobile services in the VHF and UHF bands for all climatic conditions;

b)
that, for stations working in the same or adjacent frequency channels, the determination of the minimum geographical distance of separation required to avoid unacceptable interference due to long-distance tropospheric propagation is a matter of great importance,


noting

a)
that Recommendation ITU-R P.528 provides guidance on the prediction of point-to-area path loss for the aeronautical mobile service for the frequency range 125 MHz to 30 GHz and the distance range up to 1 800 km;

b)
that Recommendation ITU-R P.452 provides guidance on the detailed evaluation of microwave interference between stations on the surface of the Earth at frequencies above about 0.7 GHz;

c)
that Recommendation ITU-R P.617 provides guidance on the prediction of point-to-point path loss for trans-horizon radio-relay systems for the frequency range above 30 MHz and for the distance range 100 to 1 000 km;

d)
that Recommendation ITU-R P.1411 provides guidance on prediction for short-range (up to 1 km) outdoor services,


recognizing

a)
the preparation and review of the additional or revised technical material to be included in a new, combined Recommendation is a complex task;


decides

1
to establish Task Group 3/2 to study, as an urgent matter, appropriate development of a path‑general point-to-area propagation prediction method;

2
that the objective of Task Group 3/2 shall be the finalisation of the draft new Recommendation based on the material in Doc. TG 3-2/1.

3
that Mr. P. McKenna (United States of America) shall serve as Chairperson and Dr. D. Bacon (United Kingdom) and Mr. K. Hunt (EBU) as Vice-Chairpersons of the Task Group;

4
that Task Group 3/2 shall establish its structure and working arrangements in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-3;

5
Participants should indicate not later than 1 September 2000 to the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau and to the Chairperson of Task Group 3/2 their intention to participate in the work of the Task Group and should make known the name(s) and address(es) of their representative(s);

that Task Group 3/2 shall meet as appropriate so that a final report will be available by the end of 2000.
