Announcement of the establishment of Task Group 6/7 on planning parameters for digital broadcasting at frequencies below 30 MHz

Introduction

At its last meeting (26 October 2000), Study Group 6 decided (see Annex 1) that Task Group 6/7 be established to carry out relevant studies to answer Question ITU-R 223/10 according to § 2.6 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Date and place of the first meeting

The first meeting of Task Group 6/7 will take place at the ITU Headquarters, Geneva, from 21 to 23 March 2001. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the same building. Registration will commence at 08:30 hours on the opening day and the meeting will start at 14:00 hours.

Programme of the meeting

In accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-3, Task Group 6/7 studies assigned Question ITU‑R 223/10 (see Annex 2 to this letter) and will prepare draft ITU-R Recommendations, progress reports and other texts for consideration by Study Group 6.

A draft agenda for this meeting is contained in Annex 3.

Working language

Task Group 6/7 will conduct its work in English.

Contributions

Contributions in response to the work of Task Group 6/7 are invited. These will be processed according to the provisions laid down in Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

One copy of each contribution should be sent to the Director, Radiocommunication Bureau for processing. Contributions should also be sent to the Chairman of the Task Group and to the Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of  Study Group 6. The pertinent addresses can be found in Annex 4 to this circular. The Task Group should present the final results of its work in the form of Recommendation(s) at the meeting of Study Group 6 which will take place in the year 2002. Progress of work and any agreed text should be presented at the meeting(s) of Study Group 6 in 2001;
