Proposed approval of 3 Questions of Study Group 4 as suitable for the 
Alternative Approval Procedure according to Resolutions ITU-R 5-3 and 45

At its meeting held on 6 October 2000, Study Group 4 identified 3 Questions as suitable for the Alternative Approval Procedure.  In accordance with Resolution ITU-R 5-3, a list of the identified Questions was submitted for approval amongst the Member States in Administrative Circular CAR/99, dated 8 November 2000. By the end of the consultation period on 8 February 2001, 14 administrations had responded in favour of all 3 identified Questions whilst 2 administrations had expressed opposition to the identification of the Questions, considering the Questions to have policy and/or regulatory implications.

Therefore, in accordance with resolves 3 of Resolution ITU-R 5-3 which stipulates that approval must be without opposition, No Questions identified in CAR/99 can be considered suitable for the Alternative Approval Procedure.
