Introduction

At the meeting of Study Group Chairpersons and Vice-Chairpersons in June 2000, the date for the meeting of Study Group 9 was decided. This meeting will take place in Geneva on 11 and 12 October 2001, immediately after the meetings of Working Parties 9A, 9B, 9C and 9D (1‑10 October 2001).

The meeting will be held in the ITU Headquarters, Geneva. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the vicinity of the meeting rooms. The opening session will take place at 10:00 hours and registration of delegates will start at 08:30 hours on 11 October 2001.

Programme of meeting

The draft agenda for the meeting of Study Group 9 is contained in Annex 1. Contributions from participants will be processed in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

2.1
Adoption of 3 draft new Recommendations and 8 draft revised Recommendations at the Study Group meeting (§ 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3)

Three draft new Recommendations and 8 draft revised Recommendations were prepared at the meetings of Working Parties 9A, 9B and 9D (12 to 21 March 2001), and are proposed for adoption by the Study Group at its meeting in accordance with § 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

In conformity with § 2.19 and 10.2.1.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, the titles and summaries of the draft Recommendations are given in Annex 2.

As indicated in § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, the Study Group shall decide, for the draft Recommendations adopted, the eventual approval procedure to be followed. In the case where it is decided to submit drafts for approval by consultation, the decision of the delegations representing Member States must be unopposed (see § 10.3.5.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

2.2
Adoption of draft Recommendations by a Study Group by correspondence (§ 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1-3)

The procedure described in § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 concerns draft new or revised Recommendations which are not specifically included in the agenda of a Study Group meeting or for which there was insufficient time for their preparation in the working languages prior to the meeting.

In accordance with this procedure, draft new and revised Recommendations prepared during the meetings of Working Parties 9A, 9B, 9C and 9D held immediately before the Study Group meeting will be submitted to the Study Group. After due consideration, the Study Group may decide to seek adoption of these draft Recommendations by correspondence. At the meeting, the Study Group shall also decide on the approval procedure for each draft Recommendation in accordance with § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3.

Immediately after the Study Group meeting, the draft Recommendations for which adoption by correspondence is sought will be circulated for consideration by all Member States and Sector Members participating in the work of Study Group 9. The period for Study Group consideration by correspondence shall extend for at least 2 months following the circulation of the draft Recommendations and shall end after the texts of the draft Recommendations have been available in the working languages for at least 4 weeks. If no objections from Member States are received during the period for Study Group consideration, the draft Recommendations shall be considered to be adopted by the Study Group.

The procedure for the approval of each draft Recommendation will then be initiated according to § 10.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3. However, should any unresolved objection from Member States remain, the text in question will either be submitted to the next Radiocommunication Assembly or referred back to the relevant Working Party for further study, the resulting action depending on the priority of the topic as described in § 10.2.2.7 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3.

In accordance with § 2.19 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, Annex 3 to this Circular contains a list of topics to be addressed at the Working Parties’ meetings just prior to the Study Group meeting, and for which draft Recommendations may be developed.

VOCABULARY OF TERMS FOR THE FIXED SERVICE

The revision of this Recommendation provides several terms and definitions regarding fixed service systems, in order to use them in an unambiguous way. New Section 5 contains acronyms and abbreviations with their meaning that are utilized in the Recommendation.

This Recommendation provides updated information on performance degradation due to interference from other services sharing the same frequency bands, on a primary basis, with real digital radio links operating at or above the primary rate and which form part of the international or national portion of a 27 500 km HRP. It covers the need to establish the allowable aggregate performance degradation from other co-primary services. Guidance for the application of the Recommendation is given in the Annex.

This Recommendation provides a radio-frequency arrangement for point-to-point and point‑to‑multipoint digital radio-relay system, capable of delivering up to 8 Mbit/s data transmission rates, operating in the frequency bands 406.1–430 MHz and 440–450 MHz.

This Recommendation provides radio-frequency arrangements based on block concept for fixed wireless access (FWA) systems in the range 10.15–10.3/10.5–10.65 GHz. The whole 300 MHz range is sub-banded into 10 blocks with 28 MHz bandwidth, that may be used for frequency division duplex (FDD) systems. Channel slots of 0.25 MHz width are proposed, and flexibility for administrations to choose a single, or multiple, slots are given, in order to allow a variety of technologies to compete.

The revision of this Recommendation provides a new Annex 2 on RF channel arrangements in the band 17.7 to 19.7 GHz, referred to in recommends 10, for North America. New Fig. 5 illustrates the subdivision of the band to take into account the variety of existing and identified future operational requirements in North America.

This revision of the Recommendation provides a new Annex 2 on radio-frequency block arrangement for fixed wireless systems operating in the 31.8–33.4 GHz band.

RADIO-FREQUENCY CHANNEL ARRANGEMENTS FOR RADIO-RELAY SYSTEMS IN THE FIXED SERVICE OPERATING IN THE BAND 51.4‑52.6 GHz

Recommendation ITU-R F.1496 currently specifies and recommends channel spacings of 56, 28 and 14 MHz in the 52 GHz band. Smaller channel spacings of 7 and 3.5 MHz are not currently included in this arrangement. It has now become necessary to incorporate the smaller, 7 and 3.5 MHz particularly for the provision of IMT‑2000 infrastructure links. Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R F.1496 proposes to include the 7 and 3.5 MHz channels spacings by subdivision of the larger channels with Annexes 1 and 2 updated accordingly.

DRAFT REVISION OF RECOMMENDATION ITU-R F.1497

RADIO-FREQUENCY CHANNEL ARRANGEMENTS FOR SYSTEMS IN
THE FIXED SERVICE OPERATING IN THE BAND 55.78-59 GHz

For the 55.78 to 57 GHz range, Recommendation ITU-R F.1497 currently specifies channels based on 56, 28 and 14 MHz spacings. Smaller channels of 7 and 3.5 MHz have not previously been specified in this arrangement.

WRC‑2000 resolved the issue of protection of passive services in the band 55.78-56.26 GHz by placing a maximum power density limit on fixed service stations (RR S5.557A). This specified limit now allows for the inclusion of smaller channel spacings of 7 and 3.5 MHz.

This draft revision proposes to include the 7 and 3.5 MHz channel spacings purely on a subdivision basis as these smaller channels will be required amongst other requirements for the provision of IMT‑2000 infrastructure deployment.

CHARACTERISTICS OF FIXED WIRELESS SYSTEMS OPERATING 
IN FREQUENCY BANDS ABOVE ABOUT 17 GHz

The purpose of this Recommendation ITU-R F.1102 is to provide characteristics of fixed wireless systems operating in frequency bands above about 17 GHz. The Recommendation was last updated in 1994. Since that time, there have been significant changes in the application of microwave radio networks, with the current trend towards high-density deployments in many of the bands above 17 GHz. This revision to the Recommendation updates the Annex by including reference to high‑density fixed service networks, particularly those for subscriber-based applications.

The revision includes a new recommends 4.7 and relevant new Annex 7 to the Recommendation containing a new analytical method for evaluating the interference to a station in the fixed service from a non-GSO constellation using circular or elliptical orbits.
