Introduction

At the meeting of Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen in June 2000, the date for the joint meeting of Study Groups 4 and 9 was decided. This meeting will be held in the ITU Headquarters, Geneva, 24 October 2001. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the vicinity of the meeting rooms. The opening session will take place at 14:00 hours and registration of delegates will start at 08:30 hours on 24 October 2001.

Programme of meeting

The draft agenda for the joint meeting of Study Groups 4 and 9 is contained in Annex 1. Contributions from participants will be processed in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

2.1
Adoption of draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R F.1481 at the joint meeting of Study Groups 4 and 9 (§ 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3)

A draft revised Recommendation was prepared at the meeting of Joint Working Party 4-9S (22‑30 March 2001), and is proposed for adoption by the joint meeting of Study Groups at its meeting in accordance with § 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

In conformity with §§ 2.19 and 10.2.1.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, the title and summary of the draft revised Recommendation is given in Annex 2.

As indicated in § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, the joint meeting of Study Groups shall decide, for the draft revised Recommendation adopted, the eventual approval procedure to be followed. In the case where it is decided to submit a draft for approval by consultation, the decision of the delegations representing Member States must be unopposed (see § 10.3.5.1 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3).

2.2
Adoption of draft Recommendations by correspondence (§ 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1-3)

Draft new and revised Recommendations prepared during the meeting of Working Party 4-9S held immediately before the joint Study Group meeting will be submitted to the joint meeting. A description of the topics is contained in Annex 3. At the joint meeting, the Study Groups will decide on the approval procedure for each Recommendation in accordance with § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3. Immediately after the joint Study Group meeting, the draft Recommendations will be circulated for consultation to all Member States and Sector Members participating in the work of Study Groups 4 and 9. The Study Groups consideration period shall extend for at least 2 months following the circulation of the draft Recommendations and shall end after the texts of the draft Recommendations have been available in the working languages for at least 4 weeks. If no objections from Member States are received during the Study Groups consideration period, the draft new or revised Recommendations shall be considered to be adopted by the Study Groups.

The procedure for the approval of each new or revised Recommendation will then be initiated according to the § 10.3 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3. Should any unresolved objection from Member States remain, the text in question will either be submitted to the next Radiocommunication Assembly or, referred back to the Working Party for further study, in accordance with § 10.2.2.7 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3.

Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R SF.1481 and summary

DRAFT REVISION OF Recommendation ITU-R SF.1481 (Doc. 4/32-9/56)

Frequency sharing between systems in the fixed service using high altitude platform stations and satellite systems in the geostationary orbit in the
fixed-satellite service in the bands 47.2-47.5 and 47.9-48.2 GHz

Summary

The revision includes a new Annex 4 on frequency sharing between HAPS systems in the fixed service and stations in the fixed-satellite service, operating in the 47 GHz band.  It is concluded that co-area coverage would be difficult in areas where a ubiquitous HAPS service is envisioned.  New recommends 7 states that further studies could identify additional operational scenarios and mitigation techniques which could facilitate frequency sharing.
