Announcement of the establishment of Task Group 6/8 on the preparation for the Regional Radiocommunication Conference 2004 (RRC-04)

Introduction

At its last meeting (1-2 October 2001), Study Group 6 decided (see Annex 1) that Task Group 6/8 be set up to prepare, on the basis of contributions from Administrations, other Study Groups and the Special Committee, a Report to be submitted to the first session of the RRC-04.

Date and place of the first meeting

The first meeting of Task Group 6/8 will take place at the ITU Headquarters, Geneva, from 16 to 18 January 2002. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the same building. Registration will commence at 08:30 hours on the opening day and the meeting will start at 9:30 hours.

Programme of the meeting

A draft agenda for this meeting is contained in Annex 2.

Working language

Task Group 6/8 will conduct its work in English.

Contributions

Contributions in response to the work of Task Group 6/8 are invited. These will be processed according to the provisions laid down in Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

One copy of each contribution should be sent to the Director, Radiocommunication Bureau for processing. Contributions should also be sent to the Chairman of the Task Group and to the Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of  Study Group 6. The pertinent addresses can be found in Appendix to Annex 1 and in Annex 3 to this circular. Contributions received up to six weeks in advance of the meeting are dispatched, as far as possible, before the meeting in their original language. Later contributions, received up to seven days in advance of  the meeting, are made available at the opening of the meeting. The Secretariat cannot guarantee that documents received after the seven-day limit can be made available to participants at the opening of the meeting. Resolution ITU-R 1-3 provides that contributions which are not available to participants at the opening of the meeting shall not be considered.

Members wishing to receive TG 6/8 documents are kindly requested to complete the form attached as Annex 4, and return it at earliest convenience to the address shown.

Visa requirements

Establishment of Task Group 6/8

Studies to be carried out to prepare for the first session of the

Radiocommunication Study Group 6,

considering

a)
that the ITU Council, at its 2001 session (18‑29 June 2001), considered the results of the recent consultation of the Member States of the European Broadcasting Area to convene a Regional Radiocommunication Conference to revise the Regional Agreement for the European Broadcasting Area (Stockholm, 1961), that was carried out in accordance with provisions Nos. 310 and 301 of the ITU Convention. The Council adopted Resolution 1185 relating to the Regional Radiocommunication Conference to revise the Stockholm 1961 Agreement;

b)
that in related discussions at the 2001 session of the Council, Council members from some of the Member States pertaining to the planning area of the Regional Agreement Relating to the Planning of VHF/UHF Television Broadcasting in the African Broadcasting Area and Neighbouring Countries, Geneva 1989, expressed the wish to convene a Regional Radiocommunication Conference to revise the Geneva 1989 Agreement for the same purposes as those set out in Resolution 1185 and to combine it with the conference referred to in Resolution 1185. In addition, several Council members, during the same session of the Council, expressed the wish of their Member States, as well as of other Member States not present at the Council session, to extend the planning area to countries not covered or only partially covered by the Stockholm‑1961 and Geneva‑1989 Agreements. In this regard, the Council considered draft Resolution 1180, which envisages several consultation procedures with a view to establishing the planning area of the future Regional Radiocommunication Conference (RRC);

c)
resolves 2, 3 and 4 of Resolution 1185 of the ITU Council as reproduced below:

that the first session of the RRC will be held in Geneva, Switzerland, from 10 to 28 May 2004 with the following agenda:

to produce a report to the second session to include:

a)
the technical basis for the work of the second session of the RRC;

b)
the necessary bases to facilitate planning exercises prior to the second session of the RRC;

c)
the form in which the requirements of administrations should be submitted;

2.2
to decide upon the final date by which the requirements should be submitted to ITU by administrations;

2.3
to make a proposal to Council on the duration of the second session of the RRC within the limits of resolves 3;

3
that the second session of the RRC will be held in Geneva, Switzerland, during 2005 for a maximum of five weeks, to revise the Stockholm Agreement (1961) including:

3.1
the preparation, on the basis of proposals from administrations, of the report of the first session of the Conference and taking into consideration the report from the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau on the intersessional work, of an agreement and an associated frequency plan for terrestrial digital broadcasting in the frequency bands 174-230 MHz and 470‑862 MHz, taking account of the following non-exhaustive list of items:

a)
planning principles;

b)
protection of existing and planned analogue broadcasting stations and mechanisms, including time periods, for the migration from the analogue to the digital broadcasting situation;

c)
protection of other existing and planned services in the bands 174-230 MHz and
470‑862 MHz;

d)
definition of terms to be used in the agreement;

e)
propagation characteristics and methods of forecasting field strength values in the VHF and UHF bands;

f)
planning criteria (including protection ratios), planning methods and network configurations (e.g. single-frequency networks, multi-frequency networks);

g)
inter-service and intra-service sharing and compatibility criteria, including frequency bands adjacent to the frequency bands 174-230 MHz and 470-862 MHz;

regulatory procedures relating to modifications of and additions to the Plan;

3.3
coordination procedures for the transition from analogue to the digital broadcasting situation;

3.4
regulatory procedures pertaining to the sharing of the frequency bands 174-230 MHz and 470-862 MHz between broadcasting and other services to which these frequency bands are also allocated;

to establish a Planning Project Team, open to administrations, assisted by the Radiocommunication Bureau to undertake the planning exercises prior to the second session of the RRC";

that the same Resolution 1185 has instructed the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau:

to provide assistance, including the preparation and organization of the RRC";

that by the same Resolution, the ITU-R study groups and the Special Committee on Regulatory and Procedural matters are invited:

"to carry out, as a matter of urgency, the relevant technical, operational and regulatory studies and to prepare a report for submission to the first session of the RRC",

that a Task Group be set up by Study Group 6 to prepare, on the basis of contributions from administrations, other study groups, and the Special Committee a report to be submitted to the first session of the RRC. This report should take into account the RRC agenda items as included in considering c) and have the structure outlined in the annex,

further decides

that the Chairman of this Task Group 6/8 of Study Group 6 is Mr. Stanko PERPAR (Slovenia); assisted by the following Vice‑Chairmen [one representing the Arab States, one representing the EBU, one representing the CIS and one representing Neighbouring Countries] representing specific regions involved in the Plan;
