Organisation and schedule of activities of the Special Committee on 
Regulatory/Procedural matters in preparation for the CPM-02
1
Scope

In the preparation process for previous conferences, each Chapter in the CPM Report contained one or several sections entitled “ Regulatory/procedural considerations ”. The lead Working Groups and Task Groups should be requested to follow this approach in order to focus the discussions on these issues in the SC and in the CPM.

To address some of these issues, the Chairman of the SC has appointed four Rapporteur Groups, as follows:

	SC-1
	Regulatory/procedural aspects relating to Appendices S30, S30A and unplanned BSS in the framework of WRC‑03 Agenda items 1.27 and 1.34 (Chairman: Mr. Jean CHARTIER);

	SC-2
	Regulatory/procedural aspects relating to the fixed-satellite service in the framework of WRC‑03 Agenda items 1.19, 1.25, 1.26, 1.29. 1.30, 1.32 and 7.1 (Chairman: Mr. Edward DAVISON);

	SC-3
	Regulatory/procedural aspects relating to space science services and to sharing issues in the 5 GHz band in the framework of WRC‑03 Agenda items 1.4, 1.5, 1.6 and 1.12 (Chairman: Mr. Srinivasan SAYEENATHAN);

	SC-4
	Regulatory/procedural aspects relating to high altitude platform stations in the framework of WRC‑03 Agenda items 1.13 and 1.33 
(Chairman: Mr. Katsuhiko KOSAKA).


It is expected that these Rapporteur Groups will prepare material on these issues which can be readily integrated into the CPM Report.

2
Schedule and organisation of work

There will be a need to harmonise the results of the work of the SC Rapporteur Groups and the results of the work of the lead groups concerning regulatory/procedural aspects.

The following schedule is proposed to meet these objectives:

31 May 2002

SC Rapporteurs to submit the output of their work to the SC.

6-7 June

Meeting of the SC Chairman, Vice-Chairmen and Rapporteurs in Geneva, to consolidate the results of the SC Rapporteur Groups and to structure them, under the headings identified for each chapter of the draft CPM Report, together with those developed by the other lead groups.

10 June

This consolidated draft SC Report to the CPM is put on the Web in English. Translation into French and Spanish starts. The French and Spanish versions will be put on the Web as soon as they become available.

25 June

Participants’ delayed contributions, if any, for the SC must be received by the ITU Secretariat. The SC works under the rules of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3. This implies that under 8.9 of that Resolution the Director cannot make a firm commitment regarding translation for delayed contributions.

2-12 July

SC meeting.

The Report of the SC to CPM‑02 is agreed. It is to be developed in such a format that the material can be directly integrated into each chapter of the CPM Report, i.e. a series of sections and sub-sections corresponding to each chapter and entitled “regulatory/procedural considerations on ….”.

17 July

The SC Report to the CPM in English is put on the Web. Translation into French and Spanish starts.

2 September

The SC Report is mailed to the administrations in three languages and put on the Web.
