Introduction

The 2000 Radiocommunication Assembly reviewed the issues concerning the study of regulatory/procedural matters and adopted Resolution ITU-R 38-2 by which it resolved to maintain the infrastructure of the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural matters (SC).
