Meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 3 (Radiowave propagation)

1
Introduction

At the meeting of Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen in September 2001, the date for the next meeting of Study Group 3 was confirmed. This meeting will take place in Geneva from 3 to 4 June 2002, immediately after meetings of Working Parties 3J, 3K, 3L and 3M (20‑31 May 2002, see Circular Letter 3/LCCE/20 of 28 January 2002). 

The meeting will be held in the ITU Headquarters, Geneva. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the vicinity of the meeting rooms. The opening session will take place at 09:30 hours and registration of delegates will start at 08:30 hours on 3 June 2002.

Programme of meeting

The draft agenda for the meeting of Study Group 3 is contained in Annex 1. Contributions from participants will be processed in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

3
Adoption of draft Recommendations by a Study Group by correspondence (§ 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1-3)

The procedure described in § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 concerns draft new or revised Recommendations which are not specifically included in the agenda of a Study Group meeting or for which there was insufficient time for their preparation in the working languages prior to the meeting.

In accordance with this procedure, draft new and revised Recommendations prepared during the meetings of Working Parties 3J, 3K, 3L and 3M held immediately before the Study Group meeting will be submitted to the Study Group. After due consideration, the Study Group may decide to seek 

adoption of these draft Recommendations by correspondence. At the meeting, the Study Group shall also decide on the approval procedure for each draft Recommendation in accordance with § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3. 

Immediately after the Study Group meeting, the draft Recommendations for which adoption by correspondence is sought will be circulated for consideration by all Member States and Sector Members participating in the work of Study Group 3. The period for Study Group consideration by correspondence shall extend for at least 2 months following the circulation of the draft Recommendations and shall end after the texts of the draft Recommendations have been available in the working languages for at least 4 weeks. If no objections from Member States are received during the period for Study Group consideration, the draft Recommendations shall be considered to be adopted by the Study Group.

The procedure for the approval of each draft Recommendation will then be initiated according to § 10.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3. However, should any unresolved objection from Member States remain, the text in question will either be submitted to the next Radiocommunication Assembly or referred back to the relevant Working Party for further study, the resulting action depending on the priority of the topic as described in § 10.2.2.7 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3.

In accordance with § 2.19 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, Annex 2 to this Circular contains a list of topics to be addressed at the Working Party meetings just prior to the Study Group meeting, and for which draft Recommendations may be developed.

4
Participation

In order to make the necessary arrangements, it is requested that the intended participation of your representative(s) be advised not later than one month before the opening of the meeting, by means of the annexed form (Annex 3) (to be photocopied as required). 

5
Visa requirements

We would remind you that citizens of some countries are required to obtain a visa in order to enter and spend any time in Switzerland. The visa must be requested and obtained from the office (embassy or consulate) representing Switzerland in your country or, if there is no such office in your country, from the one that is closest to the country of departure. If problems are encountered, the Union can, at the official request of the administration or company you represent, approach the competent Swiss authorities in order to facilitate delivery of the visa. Any such request must specify the name and functions of the individual(s) for whom the visa(s) is/are requested and be accompanied by a copy of the approved registration form approved for the ITU conference or meeting in question.
