Approval of 9 new and 3 revised ITU-R Recommendations of Radiocommunication Study Group 4

Fixed-satellite service

(Radiocommunication Study Group 4)

By Administrative Circular CAR/122 dated 11 December 2001, 9 draft new and 3 draft revised ITU‑R Recommendations were submitted for approval following the procedure of Resolution ITU‑R 1-3 (§ 10.3.5).

The conditions governing the approval of these Recommendations were met on 11 March 2002. Thirteen administrations responded, 12 of them in favour of approval of all these Recommendations. Five administrations proposed modifications to a few of these Recommendations. Most of the proposed changes are editorial.

Section 10.3.5.4 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 indicates that “If 70% or more of the replies from Member States indicate approval, the proposal shall be accepted”. All 12 Recommendations are therefore approved by the ITU. Annex 1 to this Circular provides the titles of the approved Recommendations, with the assigned numbers.

The texts of the approved Recommendations will be published by the ITU.
