By Administrative Circular CAR/129 dated 25 February 2002, 7 draft new and 10 draft revised Recommendations, and the proposed suppression of 2 Recommendations were submitted for approval following the procedure of Resolution ITU‑R 1-3 (§ 10.3.5).

The conditions governing the approval of these Recommendations were met on 25 May 2002. Eleven Administrations responded, all in favour of approval of these Recommendations.
